THE MARTIN COUNTY COUNCIL 

REGULAR MEETING
JULY 1, 2019
MINUTES
The Martin County Council convened in regular session Monday, July 1, 2019 in the Commissioners’ Room at the Courthouse located at 129 Main Street, Shoals, Indiana.  Councilmen present were C. Richard Summers, James A. Stiles, J. Keith Gibson, Randy Wininger, Warren Albright, Councilwomen Barbara McFeaters and Sheri Bowling,. Also in attendance, Auditor Bobbie Abel, Mr. and Mrs. Beal, James Bub Brown, Zack Brown, Courtney Hughett; Martin County Journal, Joshua Hughett; Animal Control, Chief Deputy Josh Greene, Tim Kinder; Martin County Alliance, Adam Greene.
President Summers called the meeting to order with the Pledge to the Flag at 6:00 pm.
The minutes from the regular session meeting, June 3, 2019 were approved by a motion made by Councilman Wininger, seconded by Councilwoman Bowling. Councilman Albright abstained, remainder were in favor and the motion passed. 
Courtney Hughett, Martin County Humane Society, presented the Quarterly report.  They have taken in 57 dogs this quarter with a total of 157 for the year. They have taken in 66 cats this quarter with a total of 105 so far this year. The Shelter attended the Indianapolis Mega Adoption event with great success.  Currently they have 5 dogs and 37 cats at the shelter.

Josh Greene, Chief Deputy, submitted the semiannual Commissary Report.  
Auditor Abel presented the current Financial Status Report in reference to the following appropriations which were requested and approved.

Statewide 911, Dispatcher Salary in the amount of $20,926.00 with a motion made by Councilwoman Stiles, seconded by Councilwoman McFeaters. All in favor, motion carried.
General, Full Time Officer Vacation in the amount of $5000.00 and Commissary Worker in the amount of $2,000.00 with a motion made by Councilman Albright, seconded by Councilman Gibson. All in favor, motion carried.

Jail, Housing of Inmates in the amount of $3600.00 with a motion made by Councilman Wininger, seconded by Councilman Albright. All in favor, motion carried.

Cumulative Capital Development, Courthouse Improvements in the amount of $49,366.00 and for Jail Repairs in the amount of $48,583.00 with a motion made by Councilman Albright, seconded by Councilman Wininger.  All in favor, motion carried. 

Chief Deputy Josh Greene reported that there are currently 83 inmates with 29 being from Vigo County.

Auditor Abel presented a request from Assessor Carolyn McGuire to appoint August Bauer, Republican and Susan Brewer, Democrat to the PTABOA Board.  A motion to approve was made by Councilman Stiles, seconded by Councilman Gibson.  All in favor, motion passed.

James Brown addressed the Council regarding the DNR letters some riverfront landowners received about homes built along the river.  He wanted to know what the Council members thought of the situation and asked what was being done to prevent future landowners from the same situation.  The Council expressed concern over the fact that they are the only ones along the river being sent letters and that Martin County is the only County involved.  The Council would like to show their support to the parties involved and will consult with the County Attorney.  Mr. Beal expressed to the Council that he was in support of the Council drafting a letter on the landowners behalf.
