THE MARTIN COUNTY COUNCIL 

SPECIAL MEETING

June 1, 2015
MINUTES

The Martin County Council convened in special session Monday, July 6, 2015, in the Commissioners’ Room at the Courthouse located at 129 Main Street, Shoals, Indiana.  Councilmen present were C. Richard Summers, Randy Wininger, Warren D. Albright, James A. Stiles, Floyd L. Hawkins and Councilwomen Barbara McFeater and M. Lynn Gee.  Also attending were Auditor January Roush, Commissioner Paul R. George, Surveyor Nathan Hoffman; Tim Kinder, Martin County Alliance; Sergeant Keith Keller; Kathy Collins, Community Corrections Director; Highway Superintendent Leo Padgett, Terri Alcorn, Highway Clerk; David Sutton, Josh and Courtney Hughett, Martin County Journal and Jill Albright, Loogootee Tribune.  

President Summers called the meeting to order with the Pledge to the Flag at 6:00pm.
The minutes from the special meeting held June 1, 2015 were approved as submitted with the motion made by Councilwoman Gee and seconded by Councilman Stiles.  The motion passed 6-0.  Councilman Hawkins was not present at time of vote.  
Councilman Hawkins joined the meeting at 6:05pm.  

Josh and Courtney Hughett, Martin County Humane Society, presented their quarterly report.  

Commissioner Dan Gregory and Highway Superintendent Leo Padgett came before the Council to discuss Additional Appropriations for road repair.    Due to publication requirements needed for Additional Appropriations, the Council cannot approve until the July meeting.  There is approximately $440,000 in surplus available in Motor Vehicle Highway and Local Road Street funds.  Superintendent Padgett will be asking for $225,000 with half coming from each fund.  A discussion followed on other funding available for road repair.  

Garrick Cooper, Highway Department Mechanic, praised Superintendent Padgett for his assistance in the shop.  
Sheriff Roush came before the Council to request Additional Appropriations for several items.  Councilman Wininger made a motion to approve an Additional Appropriation from the General Fund, Sheriff, Personnel Services, Captain-$2,094.  Councilman Stiles made the second.  Councilman Hawkins abstained because he wasn’t at the previous meeting when discussed.   The motion passed 6-0.   A new radio system is needed at the Sheriff’s Department due to state wide updates.  Councilman Hawkins made a motion to approve an Additional Appropriation from the Local Statewide 911, Other Services & Charges, Equipment/Computer-$30,000.  Councilwoman McFeaters made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed. A medical procedure for an inmate is needed.  The inmate needs additional treatment so Sheriff Roush will be requesting an additional $4,500 at the July meeting.    Councilman Albright made a motion to approve an Additional Appropriation from Public Safety LOIT, Other Services & Charges, Medical for Inmate-$4,500.  Councilwoman Gee made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  There are currently 50 inmates in the Security Center.  
Councilwoman Gee made a motion to approve an Additional Appropriation from Cumulative Capital Development, Capital Outlay, Equipment-$6,500.  Councilman Albright made the second.  Councilman Hawkins was opposed.  The motion passed 6-1.  

Dave Redman introduced himself as the new Administrator of the Extension Office.  Jonathan Stevens will be in charge of the youth programs.  

Budget Hearings will be held Tuesday, September 14, 2015 and Thursday, September 15, 2015 from 8:30am to 4pm.  The non-binding reviews will be held on Tuesday, September 15, 2015 at 1pm.  

Jim Stoughton submitted the May tourism update.  

With no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 7:14 pm with a motion made by Councilman Hawkins and seconded by Councilman Albright.  All were in favor and the motion passed.   The next Council meeting will be held Monday, July 6, 2015 at 6pm.  
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
