SPECIAL MEETING

July 2, 2018
MINUTES

The Martin County Council convened in special session Monday, July 2, 2018 in the Commissioners’ Room at the Courthouse located at 129 Main Street, Shoals, Indiana.  Councilmen present were C. Richard Summers, Randy L. Wininger, Warren D. Albright, James A. Stiles, J. Keith Gibson and Councilwomen Barbara McFeaters and M. Lynn Gee. Also attending were Courtney Hughett, Joshua Hughett, Animal Control Officer, Sheriff Travis Roush, and Deputy Coroner Mark Franklin. 
President Summers called the meeting to order with the Pledge to the Flag at 6:00pm.
A welcome was given by all to the new Auditor Bobbie Abel. 

Courtney Hughett presented the quarterly report for the animal shelter. She also told the Council to consider including compensation for a shelter operator on the next budget. A discussion followed. 
The Council made the following appointments: 

Loogootee Library Board - Pat Hale-Dorrell and Carolyn Parsons-Downey motion made by Councilwoman Gee for approval, seconded by Councilman Wininger, all in favor and the motion passed.      
Prosecutor Steiner submitted a transfer from General Fund Prosecutor Other Services & Charges Postage $400 to Prosecutor Supplies Office Supplies. A motion to approve made by Councilman Albright and seconded by Councilwoman McFeaters.  All in favor and motion passed. General Fund Prosecutor IV-D Other Services & Charges Printing $400 to Prosecutor Supplies IV-D Office Supplies. A motion to approve made by Councilman Wininger and seconded by Councilwoman McFeaters. All in favor and motion passed. 
Sheriff Roush stated there are 68 inmates currently. Over $66,000 brought in by housing other county’s inmates so far this year. A discussion followed regarding the Animal Control Officers hours. 
Mark Franklin Coroner is asking for additional next month due to new state law requiring compounded drug analysis during autopsy for suspected drug overdoses.  
President Summers mentioned that each Councilperson has a copy of the Highway Departments 2 week work schedule.

Budget workshop is on July 20 and Budget Hearings are set for September 10 – 11 with regular Council meeting in advance.

The Courthouse will be closed Wednesday, July 4 for Independence Day.  
With no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 6:29pm with a motion made by Councilman Gibson and seconded by Councilman Albright.  All were in favor and the motion passed.   The next Council meeting will be held Monday, August 6, 2018.  
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
