MARCH 27, 2018
MINUTES


The Martin County Commissioners convened in regular session Tuesday, March 27, 2018 in the Commissioner’s Room of the Courthouse located at 129 Main Street, Shoals, Indiana.  Commissioners present were Dan Gregory and Kevin R. Boyd.  Commissioner Paul George was unable to attend.   Also attending were Deputy Auditor Bev Terrell, County Attorney J. David Lett, Chief Deputy Sheriff Josh Greene, Leo Padgett, Highway Superintendent; Terri Alcorn, Highway Clerk; Andy Ringwald, EMA/Civil Defense; Josh Hughett, Animal Control Officer and Courtney Hughett, Martin County Journal, Linda Evans-Dillon, Veterans Service Officer, Rita Nixon and Richard Nixon.  

Commissioner Gregory called the meeting to order with the Pledge to the Flag at 5:30pm.  

The approval of the minutes from the regular meeting of March 6, 2018 was postponed due to President George’s absence. 

Claims and Allowances were approved as submitted with a motion by Commissioner Boyd and seconded by Commissioner Gregory.  

Chief Deputy Sheriff Josh Greene reported that there are 71 inmates currently at the jail, 15 of which are out of county. The new furnace installation is scheduled for next week. Two new vehicles were purchased last week and one is currently on the road. 

Andy Ringwald reminded the Commissioners of the upcoming Severe Weather Training Class to be help on April 5 at 6:30 at the Civil Defense building sponsored by the Nation Weather Service. 

Leo Padgett, Highway Superintendent, submitted the Highway Department’s two-week work schedule.  Paving will begin soon on County Roads 250, 350 and 950, weather permitting. Bidding will end next Friday for the bridge on Brickyard Road, work will begin shortly thereafter. A drawing of the final County Highway logo design was presented. Commissioner Gregory asked for the dimensions and colors of the logo which Padgett suggested he would bring a prototype to the next meeting for final approval. Applications for part time and full time employees were submitted to the Commissioners for their review. Commissioner Boyd suggested an executive session next Wednesday, April 4 at 6 in order to include President George in the discussion. The Community Crossing Grant’s funds were deposited today. 

Rita Nixon presented a letter of concern to the Commissioners pointing out deteriorating road conditions on Gun Shop Road and her and Richard’s need for this to be addressed. She thanked Highway Superintendent Padgett for the highways diligence during the winter but states that within the last five years the road has gone from paved to mud condition. A lengthy discussion followed ending with a suggestion from Commissioner Gregory for increased public attendance at Council meetings also. 

The Courthouse will be closed on Friday, March 30th for Good Friday.  

With no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 6:20 pm with a motion made by Commissioner Boyd and seconded by Commissioner Gregory.   The next Commissioner’s meeting will be held Tuesday, April 10, 2018 at 5:30pm.
