REGULAR MEETING

April 10, 2018
MINUTES

The Martin County Council convened in special session Tuesday, April 10, 2018 in the Commissioners’ Room at the Courthouse located at 129 Main Street, Shoals, Indiana.  Commissioners present were Paul R. George, Dan J. Gregory and Kevin R. Boyd.    Also attending was Auditor January Roush, County Attorney J. David Lett, Highway Superintendent Leo Padgett, Terri Alcorn, Highway Clerk; Stacy Brown, Extension Educator; Kevin Meyer, Randall Brooks and Lisa Casler, RQAW; Kathy Lagenour, Craig Lagenour, Tim Hunt, HWC; Bill Bryan, CLR; and Steve McClure, Martin County EMS.  
President George called the meeting to order with the Pledge to the Flag at 5:30pm. 
The minutes from the regular meeting of March 27, 2018 were approved as submitted with the motion by Commission Boyd and seconded by Commissioner Gregory.  President George abstained due to his absence.  

The Claims and Allowances were approved as submitted with the motion by Commissioner Gregory and seconded by Commissioner Boyd.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  
Stacy Brown, Extension Educator, informed the Commissioners that she had turned in her resignation to Purdue last week and that her last day would be Friday.  She thanked the Commissioners for all their support.  No interim Educator has been named yet.  Brown will be going to Indiana University to work in the Office of 1st Year Experience.  

Commissioner Gregory made a motion to approve Lois Brett, Kenneth Fuhrman and Larry Fellers to the PTABOA Board.  Commissioner Boyd made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Kathy Lagenour came before the Commissioners to discuss the closing of old county road that is also used as her driveway.  The old county road is an unimproved county road.  Attorney Lett will investigate the issue and follow the proper procedure to the close a portion of the road.  
Kevin Meyer, RQAW, came before the Commissioners to introduce Randall Brooks and Lisa Casler.  Brooks and Casler informed the Commissioners of their duties at RQAW.  A discussion followed.  
Leo Padgett, Highway Superintendent, submitted the year-end report for review and signatures.  A discussion on the Community Crossings Grant followed.  He also submitted pictures of several roads with culvert issues.  Tim Hunt, HWC, informed the Commissioners of several changes with the Community Crossings Grant.  A discussion followed.  They will request quotes for bridge projects on Beard Road, Mt. Pleasant Road, Hindostan Road and Deep Cut Lake Road.  The department will purchase 10 High Water signs.  The Commissioners informed Superintendent Padgett to pick a decal for the trucks and order the amount needed.  Commissioner Gregory made a motion to hire Jeremy Grogan as a Full-Time Operator w/CDL.  President George made the second.  Commissioner Boyd abstained due to conflict of interest.  Attorney Lett opened the one bid received for the repair of Bridge #58 from CLR for $42,325.  Commissioner Gregory made a motion to approve the bid from CLR for Bridge #58 in the amount of $42,325 contingent upon Attorney Lett and Superintendent Padgett approval of the bid documents.  President George made the second. All were in favor and the motion passed.  
Steve McClure, Martin County Ambulance, informed the Commissioners of the cameras placed on all Ambulances.  McClure described the cameras in detail.  The cameras are not wireless.  
President George gave the March Veteran Services Officer report and the quarterly Humane Society Report.  Both reports are on file in the Auditor’s office for review.  
Absentee voting began April 10th and will end on May 7th.  

With no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 7:01pm with a motion made by Commissioner Boyd and seconded by Commissioner Gregory.  All were in favor and the motion passed.   The next Commissioner meeting will be held Tuesday, April 24, 2018 at 5:30pm.
