REGULAR MEETING

April 24, 2018
MINUTES

The Martin County Council convened in special session Tuesday, April 24, 2018 in the Commissioners’ Room at the Courthouse located at 129 Main Street, Shoals, Indiana.  Commissioners present were Paul R. George, Dan J. Gregory and Kevin R. Boyd.    Also attending was Auditor January Roush, County Attorney J. David Lett, Highway Superintendent Leo Padgett, Terri Alcorn, Highway Clerk; Bobbie Abel, Deputy Auditor; Josh Hughett, Animal Control Officer, Courtney Hughett, Martin County Journal; Brent Roberts, BF&S and Jerold E. Ervin.  
President George called the meeting to order with the Pledge to the Flag at 5:35pm.  The meeting was called to order later than scheduled due to the Redevelopment Commission meeting held prior.  
The minutes from the regular meeting of April 10, 2018 were approved as submitted with the motion by Commission Boyd and seconded by Commissioner Gregory.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  
The Claims and Allowances were approved as submitted with the motion by Commissioner Gregory and seconded by Commissioner Boyd.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  
Leo Padgett, Highway Superintendent, submitted his 2-week work schedule.  He also submitted copies for the Council per request.  Superintendent Padgett submitted pictures of piling issues on Brooks Bridge.  The piling issues were due to the flood waters.  Brent Roberts, BF&S, has requested a bridge inspection.  Daviess County has requested assistance in patching on the Martin County road in West Boggs.  The road is approximately 1 mile long.  President George requested Superintendent Padgett review the road.  A discussion concerning a culvert issue on Butler Bridge Road followed.  Commissioner Boyd made a motion to approve an agreement with RTC Communications that states they are liable for any issues when digging new lines.  Commissioner Gregory made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  Commissioner Boyd made a motion to approve the purchase of a 2007 Freightliner Truck for $67,500.  The funds are available in the budget.  Commissioner Gregory made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.   
Josh Hughett, Animal Control Officer came before the Commissioners regarding a Public Nuisance 2nd Offense ticket against Jerold Ervin.  ACO Hughett submitted pictures of the incidents.  Ervin stated his case regarding his loose dogs.  Commissioner Gregory made a motion to fine Jerold Ervin $25 for the offense to be paid within 30 days to the Auditor’s Office.  Commissioner Boyd made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Commissioner Boyd made motion to approve an URL change between Martin County Alliance and Martin County Economic Development Corporation.  Commissioner Gregory made the second. All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Absentee voting will continue thru May 7th.  

Auditor January Roush and Deputy Auditor Bobbie Abel came before the Commissioners with a request for a new software program.  The program is an extension of the current payroll system.  It will be an Employee Self-Service Portal.  Commissioner Gregory made a motion to approve the software pending Council approval.  Commissioner Boyd made the second. All were in favor and the motion passed.  

An Executive Session will be scheduled to discuss Workman’s Compensations issues in May.  

Commissioner Gregory reminded citizens to be aware of farm equipment on the roadways.  

With no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 6:28pm with a motion made by Commissioner Boyd and seconded by Commissioner Gregory.  All were in favor and the motion passed.   The next Commissioner meeting will be held Tuesday, May 9, 2018 at 5:30pm.  
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
