
THE MARTIN COUNTY COUNCIL 

SPECIAL MEETING

September 9, 2013
MINUTES

The Martin County Council convened in special session Monday, September 9, 2013, in the Commissioners’ Room at the Courthouse located at 129 Main Street, Shoals, Indiana.  Councilmen present were C. Richard Summers, Randy Wininger, Floyd L. Hawkins, Warren Albright, J. Keith Gibson and Councilwomen Lynn Gee and Barbara McFeaters.  Also attending were Auditor January Roush, Commissioner Paul R George, Kathy Collins, Community Corrections Director; Tim Kinder, Executive Director, Martin County Alliance; Teresa Nolley and Chris Baugh, Wagbaugh Property, LLC; Courtney Hughett, Martin County Journal and Jill Albright, Loogootee Tribune
President Summers called the meeting to order with the Pledge to the Flag at 8:30am.
The minutes from the special meeting of August 5, 2013, were approved as submitted with the motion made by Councilman Hawkins and seconded by Councilman Wininger.  All were in favor and the motion passed. 
Teresa Nolley and Chris Baugh, Wagbaugh Property, LLC and Tim Kinder, Martin County Alliance presented the Statement of Benefits Real Estate Improvements and an analysis of a project to the Council. Wagbaugh Propery, LLC is seeking a 10-year tax abatement on a child care facility they are building at Westgate @ Crane Tech Park.  Kinder explained the timetable for implementing the abatement.  The abatement will be voted on at the October 7, 2013 Council meeting.  The child care facility is expected to be operational by the end of October and will hold 126 children.  
Auditor Roush submitted the Declaration of County Tax Rates.   For fiscal year October 1, 2013-September 30, 2014 the County Option Income Tax-0.008, Property Tax Relief-0.0025, Public Safety-.0025 for a total of 0.013.  The County Economic Development Income Tax will be 0.002.  The tax rates did not change.  Councilwoman Gee made the motion to approve the Declaration of County Tax Rates as proposed.  Councilwoman McFeaters made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Commissioner George expressed his concern for the need of a battery back-up or generator for the courthouse doors.  After a brief discussion, the decision was made obtain bids for a battery back-up. The need for a part-time Baliff and Veteran Service Officer office space was also discussed.  

Judge Lynne Ellis submitted a request for an Additional Appropriation from the Jury Fee Fund.  Judge Ellis was not able to attend the Council meeting due to a prior commitment.  Jury Fee Funds are collected through fines and fees collected by the clerk and can only be used for Jury Trial Expenses.  Councilman Albright made the motion to approve the Additional Appropriation from the Jury Fee Fund, Other Services & Charges, Jury Trial Expenses-$10,000.  Councilman Gibson made the second.  All were in favor and motion passed.  

Veteran Service Officer Linda Evans-Dillon submitted a request for a transfer within her budget.  Councilwoman Gee made the motion to approve the transfer in the General Fund, Veteran Service Officer, Other Services & Charges, Telephone-$120 to General Fund, Supplies, Officer supplies-$120.  Councilman Hawkins made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Judge Ellis submitted a request for a transfer within her budget.  Councilman Wininger made the motion to approve the transfer in the Alcohol & Drug Program, Other Services & Charges, Travel-$1,000 and Capital Outlay, Office Equipment-$1,000 to General Fund, Personal Services, Director-$2,000.  President Summers made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  
With no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 8:55am with a motion made by Councilman Gibson and seconded by Councilman Albright.   All were in favor and the motion passed.  
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
