THE MARTIN COUNTY COUNCIL 

SPECIAL MEETING

SEPTEMBER 5, 2017
MINUTES

The Martin County Council convened in special session Tuesday, September 5, 2017, in the Commissioners’ Room at the Courthouse located at 129 Main Street, Shoals, Indiana.  Councilmen present were C. Richard Summers, Randy L. Wininger, James A. Stiles, J. Keith Gibson and Councilwomen Barbara McFeater and M. Lynn Gee. Councilman Warren D. Albright was not present.   Also attending were Auditor January Roush, Highway Superintendent Leo Padgett, Highway Clerk Terri Alcorn and Courtney Hughett, Martin County Journal.  
President Summers called the meeting to order with the Pledge to the Flag at 8:30am.
The minutes from the special meeting held August 7, 2017 were approved as submitted with a motion made by Councilwoman Gee and seconded by Councilwoman McFeaters.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  
On behalf of the Council, President Summers gave condolences to the family of Russ Hager.  
Councilwoman McFeaters made a motion to approve an Additional Appropriation from the Alcohol & Drug Program, Other Services & Charges, Travel & Training-$1,500.  Councilman Gibson made the second.  The motion passed 5-1, with Councilman Stiles opposed.  
Councilman Albright entered the meeting at 8:37am.  

Councilwoman Gee made a motion to approve an Additional Appropriation from General Fund, Extension, Capital Outlay, Equipment-$3,265 for a new copier. Councilman Stiles made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Councilman Wininger made a motion to approve an Additional Appropriation from General Fund, Circuit Court, Personal Services, Public Defender-$30,000. Councilman Albright made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Councilman Albright made a motion to approve an Additional Appropriation from General Fund, Circuit Court, Supplies, Office Supplies-$1,072.  Councilman Gee made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  The Additional Appropriation request was for $2,000 but the Council only approved the invoice attached and requested more information on the remaining funds before approving.  
Councilman Stiles made a motion to approve an Additional Appropriation from Cumulative Capital Development, Capital Outlay, Jail Update-$9,250 for a new boiler at the Jail.   Councilman Wininger made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Councilwoman McFeaters made a motion to approve an Additional Appropriation from Riverboat Revenue Sharing, Personal Services, Court-Transcripts & Depositions-$5,000 and Other Services & Charges, Court-Travel-$800.  Councilman Gibson made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Councilman Stiles made a motion to approve an Additional Appropriation from the Rainy Day, Personal Services, Public Defender-$20,000 and from CEDIT County Share, Personal Services, Public Defender-$20,000.  Councilman Wininger made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Councilwoman Gee made a motion to approve the following transfer from General Fund, Prosecutor, Other Services & Charges, Witness Fees-$300 to General Fund, Prosecutor, Supplies, Office Supplies-$300.  Councilman Stiles made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  
Councilman Stiles made a motion to approve the following transfer from General Fund, IV-D, Other Services & Charges, Telephone-$300 to General Fund, Supplies, Office Supplies-$300.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Councilman Stiles made a motion to approve the following transfer from General Fund, Extension, Supplies, Office Supplies-$1,500 to General Fund, Extension, Capital Outlay, Equipment-$1,500.  Councilman Gibson made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed. 

Councilwoman Gee made a motion to approve the following transfer from MVH, General & Undistributed, Personal Services, Mechanic-$11,000 to MVH, General & Undistributed, Truck & Tractor Repair-$11,000.  Councilman Albright made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  Superintendent Padgett explained the need for the transfer is due to lack of a Mechanic.  He also informed the Council that with the Community Crossings Grant award coming up at end of month they will need to have a Mechanic.  A discussion followed on the Mechanic position.  
Councilwoman Gee made a motion to approve the following transfer from General Fund, Auditor, Personal Services, Part-Time Clerical-$752.50 to General Fund, Auditor, Capital Outlay, Fixtures & Equipment-$752.52.  Councilwoman McFeaters made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  
Councilman Albright made a motion to approve a Resolution to Reduce the Current Year Budget for the Reassessment Fund by $120,000 in order to fund the 2018 Budget.  Councilwoman Gee made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

With no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 9:00am with a motion made by Councilwoman Gee and seconded by Councilman Wininger.    All were in favor and the motion passed.   The next Council meeting will be held Monday, October 2, 1017 at 6:00pm.  
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
