REGULAR MEETING

October 17, 2023
MINUTES

The Martin County Commissioners convened in regular session Tuesday, October 17, 2023 in the Commissioners’ Room at the Courthouse located at 129 Main Street, Shoals, Indiana.  Commissioners present were President Paul R. George, Commissioner Aaron Summers, and Commissioner Cody Roush.  Also present was Attorney Dave Lett.
Meeting called to order with the Pledge to the Flag at 5:30 pm. 
The minutes from the regular meeting of October 3, 2023 were approved with a motion made by Commissioner Summers, seconded by President George with Commissioner Roush abstaining.  The motion passed.
The Claims and Allowances were approved with the motion by Commissioner Roush, seconded by Commissioner Summers.  All in favor, the motion passed.  

RE: COMMUNITY CORRECTIONS ROAD CREW UPDATE

Community Corrections sent the Commissioners an update regarding road crew.  The update stated the road crew was started again in June and will run through the end of October.  So far there have been fifty-eight clients supervised with fourteen of those clients successfully completing their hours.  There have been four hundred and twenty bags of trash and seventy tires picked up along with debris not bagged such as furniture, wood, and metal for a combined total of 19,420 pounds.  The road crew went up to the Town of Crane to assist in road and sidewalk clean up.  The Commissioners commended Director Danielle Murphy for the program’s success.

RE: HIGHWAY UPDATES


Highway Superintendent Scott Seals asked the Commissioners to review and sign a performance bond for the 2022-2 Community Crossings Matching Grant paving project which was done by Calcar Paving.  The performance bond is in case there are issues with the roads in the next two years.  Any company the Highway Department has worked with has to have a bond in place.  Attorney David Lett stated he had no legal objections to the bond.  President George asked if Calcar was done with the project.  Superintendent Seals stated there is some work Calcar will have to come back and redo.  A motion was made by Commissioner Roush to approve the maintenance bonds for Calcar Paving, seconded by Commissioner Summers.  All in favor, motion passed.

Superintendent Seals stated the sign truck is down, he expects for it to be repaired next week.  There is still one gradall down.  Superintendent Seals stated he is still negotiating on the rubber tire excavator, the employee he was negotiating with was on vacation last week.  President George asked if the Highway Department could mow back Turpin and Brown Lanes.  Superintendent Seals stated there is a mower in the area and will be in Lost River for a while and those roads will definitely be done.  President George asked for a grader to be sent to Lost River to which Superintendent Seals stated the grader was just moved to Lost River today.  Superintendent Seals stated the department will be doing bridge work in Lost River towards the end of the week or next week, weather permitting.  Facebook will be updated when the work is started.  There has been durapatching done in the Doe Run area and in Rutherford.  There is a mower in Mitcheltree.  There are no updates regarding bridge #44, Attorney Lett stated it will be a slow process.
RE: EMA UPDATES


EMA Director Monty Wolf stated there is a meeting tomorrow with the Vincennes District State Highway regarding winter awareness and other updates.
RE: AMBULANCE UPDATES


Ambulance Director, Jeramey Osborn, stated there is an ambulance out getting new brakes put on, other than that all the other ambulances are running.  President George asked if the ambulance department was fully staffed.  Director Osborn stated the department is the fullest it has ever been.  

RE: ATTORNEY UPDATES


Attorney Lett stated he has prepared two resolutions, one to waive the collection of County ambulance service fees for services provided to the Sheriff’s Department in terms of providing emergency medical services and transports to Martin County inmates.  The second resolution is to waive the collection of County ambulance transport fees at the direction of the Martin County Coroner.  Attorney Lett stated the Commissioners relayed to him it was Martin County paying Martin County and it was in their opinion, best to waive those fees.  The Commissioners asked Director Osborn to keep track of any transports of Martin County inmates and any Martin County Coroner transports.  Attorney Lett stated the resolutions are retroactive to September of 2022.  Director Osborn asked if those payments need to be paid back to the coroner.  President George replied no, any payments already paid do not need to be paid back.  
A motion was made by Commissioner Roush to approve ordinance 2023-42, a resolution for waiver of transports fees by the Martin County Ambulance Service for assistance provided to the coroner, seconded by Commissioner Summers.  All in favor, motion passed.  A motion was made by Commissioner Roush to approve ordinance 2023-43, a resolution for waiver of emergency medical services and transport fees for Martin County Ambulance Service with certain subjects held in Martin County Security Center.  Attorney Lett stated this ordinance only applies to subjects held on Martin County charges and will not apply to out-of-county inmates held in Martin County.  The ambulance service will need to communicate with the Sherriff’s office to determine where the subject’s charges originate from.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Summers.  All in favor, motion passed.
With no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 5:49 pm with a motion made by Commissioner Roush and seconded by Commissioner Summers.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  The next Commissioner meeting will be held Tuesday, October 31, 2023 @ 5:30 pm.
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
