REGULAR MEETING

October 19, 2021
MINUTES

The Martin County Commissioners convened in regular session October 19, 2021 in the Commissioners’ Room at the Courthouse located at 129 Main Street, Shoals, Indiana.  Commissioners present were President, Paul R. George, Commissioner Aaron Summers and Commissioner J. Cody Roush.  Also attending was Attorney David Lett; Deputy Auditor, Sydney Blankenbaker; Andy Ringwald, EMA; Monty Wolf, Director EMA; Scott Seals, Highway Superintendent; Aureola Wright, County Prosecutor; Mike Jones, Pat Jones, Kim Showalter. Attending virtually, Julia Albright, Martin County Health Nurse; Courtney Hughett, Martin County Journal. 
President George called the meeting to order with the Pledge to the Flag at 5:30 pm. 
The minutes from the regular meeting of October 5, 2021 were approved with a motion made by Commissioner Roush, seconded by Commissioner Summers.   All in favor, motion passed. 
The Claims and Allowances were approved with the motion by Commissioner Summers, seconded by Commissioner Roush.  All in favor, the motion passed.  

Julia Albright, Martin County Health Nurse, approached the Commissioner with an update on our Covid status. Ms. Albright reported that Martin County would be in the yellow on October 20, 2021, and that the Vaccine Clinics are open on Thursdays from 9am to 5pm. Ms. Albright also informed the Commissioners that she will be off work for a couple of weeks in November.
Scott Seals, Highway Superintendent, presented a letter that he has received from Dubois County Water. They are requesting to bore under the road on Turkey Hill Lane. Mr. Seals states that this should not be an issue. Attorney Lett suggests that Superintendent Seals have them give a definite date so the residents in the area can be notified.
 Superintendent Seals, also presented a contract from HWC for review prior to the next meeting. Mr. Seals handed out a list of the roads they are considering to pave next year, he also states that they are going to start prepping these roads soon. Attorney Lett informed the Commissioners that CLR is making contact with INDOT.  
Andy Ringwald, Assistant Director EMA, informed the Commissioners that maintenance was being done on the trucks.
Dave Lett, Attorney, submitted Resolution 2021-29 for the authorization of the County Highway Department to maintain and repair the generator at the 4-H grounds with a maximum amount of $2,000 annually. A motion made by Commissioner Summers, seconded by Commissioner Roush. All in favor, the motion passed.

Attorney Lett presented the VEI Communications Contract from the October 5, 2021 regular meeting. Attorney Lett will be adding provisions to this contract. Mr. Lett informs the Commissioners that they are able to go ahead and approve this if they wish. A motion made by Commissioner Roush, seconded by Commissioner Summers. All in favor, the motion passed.   
Sydney Blankenbaker, Deputy Auditor, presented a public notice for a Public Hearing November 2, 2021 at 5:30 pm in the Commissioners Room, and the Emergency Declaration to be signed by Commissioner George.
