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Emergencies and Emergency Reporting Instructions

Pursuant to IC 35-38-2.5-5, a home detention client is to be confined to his/her home/residence twenty-four (24) hours per day, with exception to employment (gainful or seeking), medical appointments, educational institutions or programs, regularly scheduled religious services, participation in community service restitution, and/or any other prior approved activity by Martin County Community Corrections. However, we do understand that after-hours emergencies arise that may constitute reason(s) for a home detention client to leave their assigned zone and/or residence. 

What is an Emergency?
For the purpose(s) of aligning with the home detention statute, Martin County Community Corrections defines an emergency as: 

· A personal medical emergency requiring immediate medical treatment for yourself (client) only 
· A medical emergency requiring immediate medical treatment for any minor child of which resides with you, and you are the primary parent and/or guardian
· A loss of power preventing you from charging your GPS monitoring equipment as required 

What an Emergency is NOT…

· A medical emergency affecting other adult members of your residence, including spouses, significant others, parents, siblings, etc. 
· Schedule changes and/or requests, including forgetting to add and/or request outs and/or additional stops on your schedule request(s) 
· Grocery, Convenience Store, and Gas Station (additional) stops 
· Working Overtime – if you are working overtime and it is after office hours, simply call the MCCC office at 812-295-4911 and leave a voicemail message with your name, phone number, place of employment and the estimated number of overtime hours you will be working. 


In the event of an Emergency, as defined above, you must do the following: 

Medical Emergencies 

Immediate (first) – 
1. If you, or your minor child(ren), are experiencing a medical emergency requiring immediate assistance, call 911 to request emergency medical personnel. 
2. If you, or your minor child(ren), are experiencing a medical emergency requiring immediate medical assistance, and you do not require assistance from 911, you may transport yourself and/or your minor child(ren) to the local emergency room and/or urgent care for assistance. 

Reporting for purposes of home detention placement (second) –
1. If your emergency is during MCCC Office hours – call the office at 812-295-4911, to report your emergency. 
2. If your emergency is after business hours – call the Martin County Sheriff’s Office at 812-247-3726 and advise them of the following information:
a. Your (client) name 
b. Your phone number 
c. That you are a home detention client with MCCC and are requesting dispatch inform MCCC that you are enroute to the hospital or urgent care facility at ______ (location)_____ due to medical reasons. 
3. Upon hospital and/or urgent care discharge, ensure you have a copy of the discharge paperwork, as you will be required to present this information to MCCC. 
4. If you are given a prescription upon completion of your hospital and/or urgent care visit, you are permitted to stop at the pharmacy on your way home to pick up the prescription. 
5. On the next scheduled MCCC business day, call the office at 812-295-4911, and speak to your Case Manager. He/she will request that you bring a copy of your discharge paperwork and any/all prescriptions into the office for documentation and reporting purposes.  

Power (loss of) Emergencies

You are responsible for charging your GPS monitoring equipment and are required to charge your equipment for forty-five (45) minutes per day. If you experience a power loss at your place of residence AND you have not charged your band in the twelve (12) hours prior to power loss, you will be required to: 

If during normal MCCC office hours: 
1. Call the MCCC office at 812-295-4911 to report your power loss and follow further instructions (i.e., MCCC Staff may request you come to the office lobby with your charging equipment to charge, etc.) 

If after-hours: 
1. Call the MCCC office at 812-295-4911 and leave a voicemail with: your name, phone number and advising of the power loss at your residence. 
2. Report to the Martin County Sheriff’s Office lobby with your charging equipment, advise Jail staff that you have lost power at your residence and need to charge your GPS monitoring device for forty-five (45) minutes. Jail staff will allow you to remain in the visitor lobby to charge your equipment. 
3. After charging your equipment, return to your residence immediately. 


Initial by each statement if you understand and agree to the following:

__________	I understand that I am not permitted to leave my residence, place of employment, and/or deviate from my approved MCCC schedule, unless a true emergency exists. 
__________	I understand that failure to abide by instructions pertaining to Emergencies and/or Emergency Reporting, may result in program sanction, including, and up to, program termination. 
__________	I have read all these instructions and understand it is my responsibility to follow them. If I have/had questions, I have asked MCCC Staff, and my questions have been answered. 

 
By signing this document, I (1) acknowledge that I have read and understood all of the instructions contained in this document, (2) agree to abide by the Emergencies and Emergency Reporting Instructions, and (3) a copy of these instructions have been provided to me by MCCC Staff.
