REGULAR MEETING

June 1, 2021
MINUTES

The Martin County Commissioners convened in regular session June 1, 2021 in the Commissioners’ Room at the Courthouse located at 129 Main Street, Shoals, Indiana.  Commissioners present were President, Paul R. George, Commissioners Aaron Summers and Commissioner J. Cody Roush.  Also attending Bobbie Abel, Auditor. Danielle Murphy, Community Corrections Director; Ronald Barker, Crane Board; Henry Lauders, Crane Board; Scott Seals, Highway Superintendent; Pat Jones; Mike Jones; Andy Ringwald, EMA; Monty Wolf, EMA Director; Dave Sutton.
President George called the meeting to order with the Pledge to the Flag at 5:30 pm. 
The minutes from the regular meeting of May 18, 2021 were approved with a motion made by Commissioner Summers, seconded by Commissioner Roush. All in favor, motion passed. 
The Claims and Allowances were approved with the motion by Commissioner Summers, seconded by Commissioner Roush.  All in favor, the motion passed.  

Danielle Murphy, Community Corrections Director, submitted documentation for DOC Grant and Jail Treatment Grant applications for approval.  A motion to approve the applications for the DOC Grant in the amount of $168,410.00 and the Jail Treatment Grant in the amount of $22,274.00 was made by Commissioner Roush, seconded by Commissioner Summers.  All in favor, motion passed. 
Scott Seals, Highway Superintendent, stated the Mower Max is on schedule for delivery in June.  Seals stated that mowers are out and to please be cautious.

Angie Risacher, Martin County Alliance Director, reminded everyone about the Radius Leadership training which begins June 9, 2021 in French Lick.  Ms. Risacher gave grant updates for the Ocra Grant, the Readi Grant and the ARPA funds.  All are on track.

Julia Albright, Martin County Health Nurse, informed that four thousand one hundred vaccines have been given.  There were thirty-seven new cases of Covid-19 last month.  The annual school vaccination clinic is up and running.

The Commissioners reviewed the bids submitted for the remodel project of the Clerk’s Office.  The bid submitted by Paul Tinkle for the stripping, preparing and painting of the walls was approved in the amount of $3,500.00 with a motion made by Commissioner Roush, seconded by Commissioner Summers.  All in favor, motion passed. The remainder of the project will be rebid minus the wall repairs.
Bobbie Abel, Auditor, submitted the Emergency Declaration for extension and signature. Abel advised the Commissioners that a letter of resignation was received from Carol Richer, Treasurer of the Martin County Tourism Board.  Recommendations for her replacement will be provided at the next meeting. There are currently two positions within the County that are appointed.  A motion was made to no longer appoint the position of Highway Clerk and Courthouse Custodian by Commissioner Summers, seconded by Commissioner Roush.  All in favor, motion passed.   Abel advised that ARPA funds have been received in the amount of $995,957.00 and updates were given.   The Congressional Township Fund Annual Report was submitted in the amount of $12,957.40.  A motion to approve was made by Commissioner Summers, seconded by President George.  All in favor, motion passed.   

Commissioner Roush stated that someone had dumped dead carp on the side of Spout Springs Road and wanted to thank Andrew Benton for cleaning up the area and his dedication to the County.

Commissioner George informed that he had contacted Matt Stechly of Core Facilities about compiling a customized preventative maintenance program for the Courthouse and the Highway Department.  A quote for services will be submitted for approval at the next meeting.

With no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 5:51 pm with a motion made by Commissioner Roush, seconded by Commissioner Summers.  All were in favor and the motion passed. The next Commissioner meeting will be held Tuesday, June 15, 2021 at 5:30pm.  
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
