REGULAR MEETING

June 15, 2021
MINUTES

The Martin County Commissioners convened in regular session June 15, 2021 in the Commissioners’ Room at the Courthouse located at 129 Main Street, Shoals, Indiana.  Commissioners present were: Commissioners Aaron Summers and Commissioner J. Cody Roush.  Also attending: Attorney Dave Lett; Bobbie Abel, Auditor; Scott Seals, Highway Superintendent; Terri Alcorn, Highway Clerk; Brian Fleck, HWC; Jacob Ramsey, PM Milestone; Miranda Beaver, Jail Matron; Becky Guthrie, Ride Solutions; Angie Risacher, Martin County Alliance; Sherri Tredway, DSI Development Director; Pat Jones; Mike Jones; Andy Ringwald, EMA; Dave Sutton; Elaine Slaughbaugh.
Vice President Summers called the meeting to order with the Pledge to the Flag at 5:30 pm. 
The minutes from the regular meeting of June 1, 2021 were approved with a motion made by Commissioner Roush, seconded by Commissioner Summers. All in favor, motion passed. 
The Claims and Allowances were approved with the motion by Commissioner Roush, seconded by Commissioner Summers.  All in favor, the motion passed.  

Becky Guthrie, Ride Solutions, submitted the donation request for the 2022 budget.  Rides Solutions remained operational through the Pandemic.  In 2020 the County commitment was decreased from $1,500.00 to $1,250.00 and they are requesting a $1,500.00 donation for 2022.  Commissioner Summers accepted proposal for consideration.
Miranda Beaver, Jail Matron, submitted the Sheriff’s Department proposals for hire, referral and retention bonuses which would be paid out of the Commissary Account. Matron Beaver also submitted a compensation modification proposal.  Proposals were taken under advisement.

Angie Risacher, Martin County Alliance Director, announced that we were awarded the Covid Relief Program Grant in the amount of $250,000.00.  She thanked SIDC and Michelle Carrico for their assistance in the process.  Applications will be available at the Shoals Town Hall, City of Loogootee and the Town of Crane. The awards will be on a first come, first served basis.  It is not a loan.  The awards will be in $5000.00 and $10,000.00 increments based on number of employees and includes for profit businesses as well. Angie Risacher is the point of contact.
Scott Seals, Highway Superintendent, stated he would like to hold an auction of highway equipment and Attorney Lett advised that it should include all of County Government surplus.  Dates to follow.
Attorney Lett opened bids for the Community Crossings paving.  Two bids were received, one from E&B Paving in the amount of $1,128,961.50, the other from Milestone in the amount of $1,091,667.66.  Bids were taken under advisement.

Sheri Treadway, DSI Development Director, submitted a request for donation to Developmental Services/Four Rivers/Red Door. The request was $9,400.00. The Commissioners accepted request for consideration.
Matt Stechly, Core Facilities, submitted a quote for the customized maintenance programs and five-year capital plans for the Highway Department Building and the Courthouse in the amount of $5,250.00.  A motion to approve the contract with Core Facilities was made by Commissioner Roush, seconded by Commissioner Summers.   All in favor, motion passed.

Rex Strawn, Strawn Agency submitted documentation to make Strawn Agency the agent of record for worker’s compensation.  A motion to approve Rex Strawn of Strawn Insurance as the worker’s compensation agent of record was made by Commissioner Roush, seconded by Commissioner Summers.  All in favor, motion passed.
Commissioner Summers, gave the Veterans Service Officers report.  Two trips to Indianapolis and two trips made to Bloomington. Twenty-four incoming and nine outgoing calls made. Three Veterans assisted and one meeting attended.
Bobbie Abel, Auditor, submitted the Emergency Declaration for signature.

The Redevelopment Commission meeting will be Tuesday, June 29, 2021 @ 5:00pm.

With no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 6:01 pm with a motion made by Commissioner Roush, seconded by Commissioner Summers.  All were in favor and the motion passed. The next Commissioner meeting will be held Tuesday, June 29, 2021 at 5:30pm.  
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
