So we didn't get the budget
transfer out of the Trust account, but we did get it
out of the User Fee account. So 143,000 was moved
from the User Fee account to the Operating Account.
And so we have $310,615 in the Operating Account,
which we will use for operating expenses for March,
and then April we'll have the new Trust money in
there.

Page 4 is the important page
that shows you all the budget line items, what we
have paid so far through February. And then there
is a column for the March cash disbursements, wnlch
are on the claim docket today, 31,655. That's what

you are being asked toc approve today. And then you

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can feel comfortable that we have kbudgeted enough to
cover the 31,000 by that right column that says
unused budgets. So we aren't even close on any of
the budget line items through March 15th. You need
to «<now that when you sign the claims docket, that
we have got adequate budget to cover all the checks
that you are being asked to sign off on.

Alonzo, and, you know, ['m sssuning that 1t was that
he is not going to be able to make it, but his
report is in your packet I can go over it very
briefly. If you go tc the one that shows the
historical values, the current value of the Trust is
5.6 million and some change, and the difference
between the two months is $57. And the report that
says, that's titled, ECI Facility Trust Money Market
and CD holdings, you will see the third item on this

titled, the 33-month Cl, which is expiring on

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April 25th. And that amount is approximately 1.3
million, so that will free up the necessary funds to
facilitate the transfer to the 2017 budget. That's
the BMO Harris Trust report.

MR. DOYLE: Next up Great Lakes Legacy.

MR. WESCOTT: Jim Wescott, with Tetra
Tech. Since the last month we have been doing some
work on the permits. There's a permit that was
issued last year for the NPDS discharge, which had
to be renewed. So we renewed that for the team and
we are currently working on revising the permit
application because the scope has changed.

As you may be aware, the
procurement process for the construction contract is
potentially shifting from EPA to the Corps of
Engineers. Fernando mentioned that. But so we are
in the process of trying to get the design to a
point where we can give it to the Corps because the
Corps will be then repackaging it for their own
process. My expectation is to try to get all that
done in April, no later than early May. 8o our
scope of work will be abbreviated. We won't spend
as much money as approved. And then the Corps will
take that over and move forward to do the

construction work. Any gquestions?

MILLS: Natalie Mills, U.S. &rmy Corps
of Engineers. CVS Construction, the facility
contract, they are just operating the control system
and that will just ongeoing. They will start,
restart water treatment. Who knows with this
weather when Spring is really going to be here, so
they will restart at that time.

CP documentation, as indicated
we did attend the public meeting to the TSCA permit.
So we'll just wait and hear what happens with the
public comment period and how they do respond. We
do anticipate including the TSCA material in the
next dredging contract as soon as we get the permit.
If we don't get 1t, then we won't dredge it
obviously. But we will continue with the dredging
with or without the permit.

As far as the Feddeler parcel
resclution, from mv understanding Ellen will
probably go into it. There's a quit claim deed from
BP that has been transmitted. The new contract for
dredging, it's in their submittal phase. They are

not depending any work on-site for that particular

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contract. They are start to transition from the old
into the new contract into the Spring and then, as I
indicated, they will start dredging probably late
summer, early Fall.

MR. LOPEZ: That late?

MS. MILLS: 1It's all depending on this
TSCA permit. The public comment period doesn't end
till the 31st. 8o, you know those government
people. Takes them time. They're not fast. It
will take some time after. If we get the permit, it
will take some time for them to actually issue the
permits.

MR. TREVINO: Question. 1If it doesn't get
dredged this year, will it still be possible to be
dredged in subsequent years?

MS. MILLS: It's possible later. You
know, we've been dredging all these years and so we
need cover material for the dredge, for the TSCA
material. We have to place it because we have to
completely cover it, and we are likely to use a lot
of cover material this year because this was a good
year for it because of the quantity. Next year we
den't anticipate as much dredging. SO I don't know
when we might get back to it.

The
Army Corps didn't have personnel available to
address that matter so they are going to be getting
back to us as soon as they have somebody that they

can assign to look intc that.

Fernandc also mentioned we put

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together a draft of the cost share agreement with BP
for design and construction of the sheet pile wall.
I spoke with the attorney for BP yesterday and they
have received that but haven't had a chance to look
at it.

In terms of Great Lakes Legacy
Act. After the technical review committee meeting
tomorrow, it will be moving forward to modify the
participation agreement with US EPA and BP. And
once the technical review committee has a chance to
review the technical information on that and move
forward with the documents.

That's all I have.

MR. TREVINO: T don't think I brought up
the possibility of entering into a amending our MOQU
with the Attorney General User Fee.

MS. GREGORY: So the Attorney General of
Indiana, we had a memorandum of understanding, MOU,
for the Attorney General's office to help us collect
on unpaid User Fees. Fernande has been having
discussions with the deputy attorney general about
possibly extending or modifying that MOU to allow us
to pursue collections on 2016 User Fee assessments,

and then I assume 2017 because we have Users who

don't pay.
