(  )	reckless homicide as a Level 5 felony under I.C. 35-42-1-5; or
(  )	unlawful carrying of a handgun as a felony under I.C. 35-47-2-1.5; or
(  ) 	dangerous possession of a firearm as a felony under I.C. 35-47-10; and

(4)	That there is probable cause to believe that the juvenile has committed the act.
