You have in your packet project
proposal from the Waterway Management District and
BP, and it's to the Great Lakes Legacy Act funding,
and it's for work along the Lake George Canal area.

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permit and the affiliated attachments in your
packet, that's also for approval consideration.

ANDERSON: Tim Anderson, with
CliftonLarsonAllen. You have a copy of the
financial in your packet. The first page with

numbers on it is a summary of the cash receipts and
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disbursements of the District through November 30th.
We had cash receipts in the two checking accounts of
696,000. And we have had disbursements of 445,000
and you can see how they shake out. The big
projects were the Great Lakes Legacy line and you
can see that our cash is increased 251,000 during
the year. The User fees and the Trust transfer are
covering our expenses. Cash balance in the two
checking accounts that we have at the beginning of
the year was $2,058,000, and as of November 30th,
the balance is $2,000,3009.

Page 3 shows the two accounts, the
Operating account and the User fee account, which
are the two checking accounts that we have and the
monthly interest that's earned, and the cash
disbursements that are made each month. The
Operating account is what we use for our budget. So
the balance in that account roughly equates the
unspent budget that we have at the end of November.
And then the User fee account is just where the User
fees go and then we take some money out of there for
our budget.

Page 4, the landscape page. Any
trouble reading it this month? Did I do it right

this time? This is an important page. So this page
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shows the 'l6 budget that was approved. And then we
have some payables leftover from 'l5 of 995,000. So
our total available spend was 708,000. We had cut
checks through November of 445,000. You have a
claims docket today of 33. So our unused budget at
the end of today, after you cut the checks for
teday, is 229,000 and that represents money that we
haven't, that we budgeted but we didn't spend, and
you can see how it shakes out. We are always
watching to make sure we don't go over any given
line. So you can see that some of them, it's pretty
tight, but the others we didn't spend it.
Any questions that you have? (No

Response) We're gearing up to have you approve the
budget for 'l7, so we are going to add 16 payables
to it and we'll all continue on. Thank you.

The next order of business, and

actually the next two orders of business pertain to

resolution involving the Great Lakes Legacy Act

Project,

and I'll have Mr. Trevino explain that.

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2016-5, basically amends our resolution that we
passed in 2013. It was 2013-4. And it basically
supports the Waterway Management District's
involvement in the Great Lakes Legacy Act Project.
There were a couple of provisions from the 2013
resolution that were amended. One was, particularly
was the amount of cost sharxe that the District would
support the project. The 2013 was fixed at 65 and
35, And the project, as we move forward, is going
to vary between 60 percent and 65 percent and 30 and
35 percent. And those terms will be outlined in the
project agreement should all this continue to move
forward and we enter a project agreement with the
local partners and EPA.

And the second resolution is for
the commitment of 500,000 from the Trust to be used
towards the Great Lakes Legacy Act Project. And
although the Board will pass this resolution, and if
the Board also approves the budget amendment, it
still requires approval from IDEM and EPA. So these
are like the first steps towards getting the monies
transferred.

MR. FEKETE: Okay, any gquestions?
MR. LOPEZ: Yes. On the dark print where

it says, dark print it says specific mechanisms or

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contributions shall be set forth in the project
agreement. So we have 65 and --

MR. TREVINO: So in 2013 the agreement was
that we would contribute 35 percent of the total
cost and the Great Lakes Legacy Act would contribute
65 percent. But because of the type of local shares
that are contributing towards the project, it's
going to vary between 65 and 60 percent from EPA and
30 and 35 percent from the Waterway Management
District.

MS. GREGORY: 35 and 40.

MR. TREVINO: 35 and 40 percent, thank
you. Rather than to be stuck with a firm number, we
wrote it so the resolution would be flexible and the
exact amount would be ocutlined in the project
agreement.

And if you look on page 21, it
also specifies the project funding that the local
non-federal sponsors would bring toc the table, and
it includes the 500,000 from the Trust and 250,000
from the Waterway Management District, overmatch
from that was left from the remedial design.

And again those details would be
further outlined in the project agreement, but at
this point IT'S a project proposal that kind of
initiates the process with EPA and they review it
and they will let us know 1if it's approved. And
once approved, then we enter into the project

agreement phase.

CD interest was credited last month and will be
credited again at the end of January on the last
column, that's reflected in the February 2017
report. And that concludes the Trust report.

MR. FEKETE: Great Lakes Legacy Act
Project update, Mr. Wescott.

MR. WESCOTT: Good evening. So we haven't
done much. You have locked at the reports in the
last couple of months because the project agreement
have been negotiated, BP ideas for doing some
additional work up near the Whiting refinery. And
so we have been assisting Fernando with sort of
written costs based on the resolution in the last
couple of weeks and see what we can do over the next
meeting. Any questions for me? (No Response}

MR. FEKETE: Thank you. U.S. Army Corps

of Engineers report.

MS, MILLS: Good evening. Natalie Mills

They told us 1in January and they haven't
circulated any dates. Obviously when I hear a date,
it will be posted, so we'll all find out at the same
time. And we are planning for TSCA dredging in
2017, that's the plan. Obviously we need the permit
before we can actually do the dredging, soc we wen't
schedule it until we actually a permit in hand.

0il boom coordination. Nothing
significant to report. It's in the close position
and will remain close until we return back for
dredging.

We did have a meeting. Ellen and

Fernando came down to the District office last week.

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We discussed future discussion on the PCA and also

discussed the cost sharing portion of the project

and how we are going to proceed with the letter that

you all provided to us and the refund. There is
some discussion among counsel on how to get the
approval for it and anticipate a response shortly.

As far as a new contract, the FY-16
to FY-21 dredging and operation contract, they are
in there submittal phase. We'll be transitioning
from the old contract to the new contract in the
March timeframe. So you know it's the same
contractor, it's still Kokosing, so that should be
easy transition.

MR. FEKETE: Still have to go through the
process.

MS. MILLS: Yes. They still have to go
through the process, like accident prevention plan,
environmental protection plan. The same process as
if it's a new contractor. They are still reguired
to go through that process and they are in that
initial phase right now. They are coordinating
those initial phase, and that's all. That's all T
have at this juncture. Anybody have any questions?

MS. GREGORY: Ellen Gregory, with Ellen
Gregory Law. I don't have a whole lot of new things
to report. Fernando and Natalie covered the cost
share meeting that we had with the Corps last week.
Fernando and I were going to be making a couple of
changes to that letter based on the discussion with
Kim. So you should be expecting some of those
responses from us.

The next call for the consent decree
is going to be tomorrow. Primarily most of the
discussions have been centered around the Great
Lakes Legacy Act. It's my understanding that BP and
EPA have been also discussing changes to the consent
degree based on the Great Lakes Legacy work.

Another issue related to the TSCA
permit that we did discuss last week, we met with
Natalie and Kim, in Chicago, the issue of the
ownership of the CDF property. The fact that the
Feddeler parcel is still technically not owned by us
so we need to resolve that. We think we are making
progress with BP getting that transferred.

Hopefully by the next meeting we'll have more to

report and the transfer of the Feddeler parcel,
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which will help with the TSCA issue, but also let us
move forward with the Army Corps and getting the
appraisal for the Feddeler parcel s0 we can move
forward with discussions with Feddeler regarding
their claim. And that's all I have.

MR. FEKETE: Okay. Thank you wvery much.
Any gquestions?

MR. TREVINO: Yes. I think at the October
Board meeting the Board approved the transfer of
meoney from an expiring CD, and that transfer
included some paperwork that was required from BMO
Harris, and that included a resolution that we are a
not-for-profit organization and a letter of
authorization. The Board approved both documents,
but just for clarification, I think it's a good idea
to assign that resolution a number just to keep
track with our recordkeeping. And so that
resolution would be 2016-4.

And since then the letter of
authorization that was signed and approved at the
time, Mr. David Alonzc had mentioned that their
staff required the letter to say that it was we were

a non-profit organization. So I'd ask the Board to
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approve that resolution that was approved be
resolution 2016-4 and alsc approve this letter of
authorization that now says not-for-profit
organization.

MR. FEKETE: So these are just minor fixes
to resolutions that we have already passed, just for
clarification.

MR. TREVINO: Yes, it is. It's just,
number one, giving 1t a number because in essence
that is a Board rescolution, although it is a BMO
protocol. And the letter of authorization now says
not-for-profit organizaticon and it also has what the
new CD account number is. So those are the only
differences, but I think just for clarification
purposes and, you know, just to make sure we are
dotting our I's and crossing our T's, I think it's
important to enter that into the record and have the
Board approve it.
