Information on Applying for an Extension
At the end of the four-year Provision 2 cycle, schools may request from the Indiana Department of Education Office of School & Community Nutrition to operate under a four-year extension of the cycle. If approved, schools would continue offering meals to all children at no charge for an additional four years- without the need to return to a base year (taking new free and reduced-price applications, making eligibility determinations, and conducting standard counting and claiming procedures). The claiming percentages that were calculated during the initial base year would be applied to reimbursements. 

Approval may be granted if available and approved socioeconomic data shows that the income level of the school’s population, adjusted for inflation, has remained stable, declined, or had only negligible improvement since the initial base year. Negligible improvement is defined as an improvement in the base year income level of the school’s population that is five percent or less, as adjusted for inflation. The socioeconomic data used must be reflective of the school’s population and must directly correspond to the area covered under the school’s attendance area. You may use unemployment data or Direct Certification percentages. Information on how gather this data can be found here: (link).
