Period of active military, naval, or air service on or after 
September 19, 2001

VA presumes certain chronic, unexplained symptoms existing for 6 months or more are related to Gulf War service without regard to cause.  These “presumptive” illnesses must have appeared during active duty in the Southwest Asia theater of military operations or by December 31, 2021 and be at least 10 percent disabling.

· Functional gastrointestinal disorders (a group of conditions marked by chronic or recurrent symptoms related to any part of the gastrointestinal tract.) Irritable bowel syndrome (IBS), functional dyspepsia, functional vomiting, functional constipation, functional bloating, and functional abdominal pain syndrome. 
· Undiagnosed illnesses with symptoms that may include but are not limited to: abnormal weight loss, fatigue, cardiovascular disease, muscle and joint pain, headache, menstrual disorders, neurological and psychological problems, skin conditions, respiratory disorders, and sleep disturbances.
Did you have any of the following infectious diseases within 1 year from the date of separation:

· Reactivation of visceral leishmaniasis in the context of future immunosuppression
· Variable physical, functional, or cognitive disability (West Nile virus)
