On June 20, 1782, the Bald Eagle was chosen as
the emblem of the United States of America. The
eagle, with its majestic appearance was chosen
for its long life and great strength.
The bald eagle on the IDVA logo
gives Hoosier veterans a familiar
symbol of patriotism and

military service. The bald

eagle appears on each

military branch flag

and/or seal.

The Torch & Shield

The Indiana Torch symbolizes
enlightenment and liberty.

The surrounding rays
symbolize the far

reaching influence

of the state. The 19

stars represent

Indiana being the

19th state to join the

union. These symbols

are emblazoned on a

shield that represents the
protection of the principles our
Hoosier veterans served to protect.

Single Gold Star
The single gold star centered over the eagle pays respect to Hoosier Gold
Star families. The term "Gold Star" describes a family member who has lost
a loved one in military service.
The Gold Star signified the family's pride in the loved one's sacrifice rather
than the mourning of their personal loss.

Hardship Criteria

The hardship incurred by the applicant must be a
reasonable and logical consequence of the
applicant's service in the Armed Forces or the
MNational Guard.
The hardship must directly impact the applicant's
mostcentral and basic Q needs.

Lifetime maximum of $2,5600 in total assistance .
