The Handle with Care Program provides local students' schools with a òheads upó 

when a child has been identified at the scene of a potentially traumatic event. When 

police notify a school that there was a child present at the scene of an incident, 

schools are prepared to provide trauma-sensitive support to support that child the 

next school day. No additional information pertaining to the incident is shared with 

the school, only the childõs name, age, and school with the words, òHandle with 

Care (HWC).ó 

School staff have been trained on the impact of trauma on learning, and 

incorporate many interventions to mitigate the negative impact of trauma for identified students, including: 

sending students to the school nurse's office to rest (when a HWC has been received and the child is having 

trouble staying awake or focusing); re-teaching lessons; postponing testing; etc. When identified students 

exhibit continued behavioral or emotional problems in the classroom, the teacher may send them to the 

counselor or to the nurse. While there, students can take time to decompress, take a nap, talk to a trusted 

adult about what they've experienced, or anything else they may need. 

Schools partner with community mental health providers to provide on-site therapy when school-based 

interventions are not enough. Therapy is provided to children and families at times which are least disruptive 

for the student. The mental health providers can provide assessments of the childõs need, psychological 

testing, treatment recommendations, accommodation recommendations, and status updates to key school 

personnel as authorized by the childõs parent or guardian.

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Many people are aware that oneõs diet can affect their oral health. Dentists often warn that consuming foods 
and drinks high in sugar can increase the risk of developing cavities. However, it is less well-known that the 
state of your oral health can also affect your nutritional status. Having dental pain or missing teeth can make 
it more difficult to chew or swallow, which may result in eating fewer meals and/or meals with lower 
nutritional value.  

Developing oral hygiene habits early in childhood and receiving regular dental care are important factors to 
maintaining good oral health. To help ensure Hoosier children are receiving the care they need, the Indiana 
Department of Health (IDOH) is partnering with participating providers to deliver free oral health care services 
to children across the state in February 2023 for the 20th anniversary of Give Kids a Smile. Give Kids a Smile 
is an annual volunteer program that provides free educational, preventative, screening, or restorative services 
to children. 

Examples of how you can help Give Kids a Smile: 

¶ Clinicians can volunteer their services to children in need or from low-income families  

¶ Dentists, hygienists, dental and hygiene students can provide oral health education in schools 

¶ Schools can promote oral health by providing education to students about good dental hygiene 

Clinicians interested in participating can register their services to be added to a map of participating 
providers.
