The National Pediatric Readiness Quality Initiative is a new quality improvement (QI) tool for hospitals, EDs, and trauma centers to measure their pediatric emergency care. NPRQI provides a way to truly understand what’s happening with individual pediatric encounters and assess the quality of pediatric emergency care that is being provided.  NPRQI offers a free, centralized, web-based, secure, and confidential data portal that integrates evidence-based quality measures for the most common pediatric conditions. This allows hospitals and EDs to engage in pediatric QI efforts regardless of pediatric volume or available resources.
