Drug Testing

Pari-mutuel horse racing can succeed as a legitimate major league sport only if its races are perceived by the wagering public
to be honest, competitive contests, free from manipulation by man or drugs. The Commission's drug detection program is one of
the nation's most comprehensive and its laboratory, one of the most respected in the racing industry.

Breed Development Programs

Overview

Pursuant to IC 4-31-11, breed development programs were
created to promote the breeding of horses while stimulating
the agri-business sector of the state’s economy. The

breed development programs are funded by breakage (the
difference in the rounding off of pari-mutuel payoffs), outs
(all uncashed tickets) and as of 2008, a percentage of the
adjusted gross receipts (AGR) from slot machine wagering
at racinos.

Each Breed Development Program has a three-member
committee appointed by the Governor whose role is to work
with IHRC staff to make recommendations to the IHRC
annually regarding the format of these programs for each
breed: Quarter Horse, Standardbred and Thoroughbred.
