MEETING MINUTES

I. Call to Order and Welcome
PJ McGrew called the meeting to order at 11:35am.

II. Update on the Dana Center Work 
PJ McGrew gave a brief update on the work that the Dana Center is doing to create a Quantitative Reasoning course that will be potentially be offered as a fourth year, dual credit option for students after taking Algebra II. The Dana Center has created standards for the course and they have gone through one round of revisions. The updated standards have gone out to k-12 and higher education leaders for their review and input. The course standards will hopefully undergo another round of revisions by late November or early December. The Dana Center is also working on an applied Algebra II curriculum that is aligned to Indiana’s Algebra II standards. The work for this is scheduled to be complete by the end of April 2015.

III. An In-Depth Look at the Quantitative Reasoning Course 
Dr. Kastberg presented her thoughts on the Quantitative Reasoning course that is being developed by the Dana Center. She put together a document that concisely explained the 5 mathematical strands of the course and the content within those strands for the taskforce members. She used a variety of manipulatives to show the members of the taskforce some of the ways the standards could be presented to students using a hands-on approach. She then discussed some of the areas where some standards may lend themselves more toward a middle school standard and explained various ways on how to better approach the standard from the perspective of a fourth year, dual credit course. Dr. Kastberg also talked about areas where the standards were strong and the need for such a course to exist at the high school level. 

IV. Math Requirements Across Other States
PJ McGrew began to discuss some of the math requirements across other states. There really was not much time to discuss this, so it was more of a brief overview. More time will be spent at the next Math Pathways meeting looking at the requirements from across the country to compare what Indiana currently requires to other states. 

V. Next Steps
[bookmark: _GoBack]More time is needed to compare and discuss Indiana’s math requirements to other states across the country. Ken Sauer mentioned the work that CHE is doing with the Math Innovation project, and there was some discussion as to how that could potentially have an impact on what is happening at the high school level. Matt Weinzapfel discussed the math assessment that Jasper Engines requires its employees to take and the results they are seeing from that assessment. It may be worth taking a deeper look into what other industry leaders require of their employees to ensure that students are truly receiving the math education they need to be college and career ready. Derek Redelman has asked for a document that gives a broad overview of the math standards, how they are tied together, the skills required for each of those standards, and how they lead to math courses at the higher education level.
