Notice is hereby given under 40 CFR 51.102 that the Indiana Department of
Environmental Management (IDEM) will hold a public hearing on January 5, 2011. The
purpose of this hearing is to receive public comment on the Draft Redesignation Petition
and Maintenance Plan in association with the Annual Fine Particle (PM,5s) Standard, for
Lawrenceburg Township, Dearborn County, Indiana. The meeting will convene at 5:30
p.m. (local time) at the Lawrenceburg Public Library, Ewbank Meeting Room 1 and 2,
150 Mary Street, Lawrenceburg, Indiana 47025. All interested persons are invited and
will be given opportunity to express their views concerning the draft documents.

Lawrenceburg Township, Dearborn County, Indiana is part of the Cincinnati-
Hamilton OH-KY-IN Fine Particle Nonattainment Area. This area was designated as
nonattainment for the annual fine particle standard and subject to the requirements of
Section 172 of the Clean Air Act (CAA). One of the compliance requirements mandated
by Section 172(c) of the CAA, is the development of a plan demonstrating that the area
will continue to meet the annual standard for fine particles. This Redesignation Petition
and Maintenance Plan is being drafted and submitted consistent with United States
Environmental Protection Agency (U.S. EPA) guidance.

The purpose of this public hearing is to provide
interested persons an opportunity to offer comments to the
State regarding the draft Redesignation Petition and
Maintenance Plan for the annual fine particulate matter
standard for Lawrenceburg Township, Dearborn County,

Indiana.

Finally, I would like to briefly go over the contents

of the draft documents.

In 1997, The United States Environmental Protection
Agency (U.S. EPA) set daily and annual ambient air quality
standards for fine particles at 15.0 micrograms per cubic
meter on an annual basis and at 65.0 micrograms per cubic
meter on a 24 hour or daily basis. Legal challenges to the
new standards for fine particles resulted in delayed
implementation of the standard until February 2001, when the
Supreme Court upheld the standards and ruled that the U.S.
EPA could proceed with implementation of the new standards.
The submittal pertains solely to the 1997 annual fine
particulate matter standard. The Cincinnati-Hamilton OH-KY-
IN Fine Particle Nonattainment Area complies with both the
1997 and 2006 24-hour standards. Indiana began monitoring
for fine particles in 1999. Fine particulate matter monitors
are located in all counties in the Cincinnati-Hamilton OH-
KY-IN nonattainment area, except for Boone County, Kentﬁcky
and Lawrenceburg Township in Dearborn County, Indiana. The

U.S. EPA originally designated counties under the fine

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particle standards based on 2001 through 2003 monitoring
data in December 2004. The U.S. EPA formally designated
areas throughout the country on April 5, 2005 as attainment,
nonattainment, or unclassifiable including Lawrenceburg
Township, Dearborn County, Indiana as part of the
Cincinnati-Hamilton OH-KY-IN Fine Particle Nonattainment

Area.

The Cincinnati-Hamilton OH-KY-IN Fine Particle
Nonattainment Area consists of Lawrenceburg Township,
Dearborn County, Indiana; Boone, Kenton and Campbell
counties, Kentucky; and Butler, Clermont, Hamilton and

Warren counties, Ohio.

The agencies responsible for assuring the
nonattainment area complies with the Clean Air Act

requirements are:

] The Indiana Department of Environmental

Management (IDEM), which is responsible for
Lawrenceburg Township, Dearborn County,
Indiana.

. The Kentucky Department for Environmental
Protection, (KDEP), which is responsible for

Boone, Campbell and Kenton counties, Kentucky;

. The Ohio Environmental Protection Agency (Ohio
EPA), which is responsible for Butler,
Clermont, Clinton, Hamilton and Warren

Counties, Chio;

Indiana, Ohio and Kentucky have worked
cooperatively with U.S. EPA Regions IV and V to address

the planning issues.

Although Indiana, Ohio and Kentucky have
worked together on a comprehensive plan for multi-state
areas, each state is required to make a separate submittal
for its portion of the planning components to U.S. EPA. As
such, this submittal only covers Indiana’s portion of the
nonattainment area; Dearborn County (Lawrenceburg

Township), Indiana.

The highest most recent design value for the
area, based on 2007 through 2009 quality assured ambient
alr quality monitoring data is 15.04 micrograms per cubic
meter. This design value represents fine particle
concentrations that are below the national ambient air
quality standard, thus the area is eligible to be

redesignated to attainment under the annual fine particle

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standard and classified as maintenance.

The Indiana Department of Environmental Management
has prepared the draft Redesignation Petition and
Maintenance Plan for Indiana’s Portion of the Cincinnati-
Hamilton OH-KY-IN Fine Particle Nonattainment Area
consistent with U.S. EPA guidance. The draft petition
outlines a demonstration that the area has attained the
standard based on monitored concentrations, and that the
reductions in monitored concentrations are attributable to
permanent and enforceable reductions in precursor
emissions, specifically reductions of nitrogen oxides (NOy)
and sulfur dioxides (S0,). Furthermore, the draft

maintenance plan outlines the following:

o Dearborn County (Lawrenceburg Township),

Indiana, does not significantly contribute to
violations outside of its portion of the
nonattainment area.

] Redesignating Indiana’s portion of the
Nonattainment area to attainment will not
adversely affect any downwind area’s ability
to attain the standard.

. Regional Precursor emisgssiocons of nitrogen

oxides (NOx) and sulfur dioxides (S0O,) will

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continue to decline in the future.

° Due to existing and future emission controls,
the area’s air quality is not projected to
worsen, and should further improve over time.

] A commitment for all existing emission

controls to remain in place.

. A commitment to revise the plan within eight

years of redesignation.

. A commitment to adopt and expeditiously
implement necessary corrective actions if an
action level response is triggered.

* An action level response is triggered by a
violation of the standard (a three year
average annual arithmetic mean value of
15.1 micrograms per cubic meter or
greater.

* A mobile source budget for transportation

conformity purposes.

This concludes my comments regarding the draft
Redesignation Petition and Maintenance Plan for Indiana’s
Portion of the Cincinnati-Hamilton OH-KY-IN Fine Particle
Nonattainment Area. Before opening this hearing for public
comments, may I once again remind you that this hearing

pertains solely to this draft Redesignation Petition and

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Maintenance Plan in association with the annual fine
particle standard for Indiana’s Portion of the Cincinnati-
Hamilton OH-KY-IN Fine Particle Nonattainment Area, and
only comments pertaining to this matter will be considered

as part of the public record.
