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OA‑10 – Coal Mines and Coal Preparation Plants – INSTRUCTIONS
The purpose of OA‑10 (state form 53447) is to identify all of the source specific operating agreement requirements for 326 IAC 2‑9‑10.  OA‑10 is a required form for all SSOA applications submitted to IDEM, OAQ that are coal mines or coal preparation plants that fall under 326 IAC 2‑9‑10.  For the purposes of this form, the term “source” refers to the plant as a whole and NOT to the individual emissions units.  If you do not provide the enough information to adequately describe the process, the application process may be stopped.

Part A: Source Description
Part A identifies the source and describes the nature, design capacity, and typical operating schedule of the source.

1. Source Description:
Provide a brief description of the coal mine or coal preparation plant.
2. Particulate Matter Emissions:
Quantify the total particulate emissions including fugitive sources.
3. Sourcewide Design Capacity:
Provide the design capacity of the source and include appropriate units of measure.  This design capacity should be based on the typical operating schedule.
4. Operation Schedule:
Provide the typical operating schedule of the source in hours per day, days per week, and weeks per year.
Part B: Operating Agreement
Part B certifies that the operation qualifies for the source specific operating agreement.

5. Operating Agreement:
The responsible official for the source will check the box to certify that they have read the SSOA requirements and that the source qualifies for the SSOA.  Below the certification statement in the spaces provided, the responsible official must provide their legal name, their title (with respect to the source), their signature, and then provide the date on which they signed the form.
Part C: Compliance Option
Part C identifies the option that the source is choosing for compliance with the requirements of 326 IAC 2‑9‑10.  For this rule, there is only one compliance option.
***SUBMISSION OF CONFIDENTIAL RECORDS***

All information submitted to IDEM will be made available to the public unless it is submitted under a claim of confidentiality.  Claim of confidentiality must be made at the time the information is submitted to IDEM, and must follow the requirements set out in 326 IAC 17.1‑4‑1.  Failure to follow these requirements exactly will result in your confidential information becoming a public record, available for public inspection.  To ensure that your information remains confidential, refer to the IDEM, OAQ information regarding submittal of confidential business information.
