 Trees are the longest living organisms on the planet and 
one of the earth’s greatest natural resources. 
 A mature leafy tree produces as much oxygen in a 

season as 10 people inhale in a year. 
 Well-maintained trees and shrubs can increase property 

value by up to 14%. 
 One tree can absorb as much carbon in a year as a car 

produces while driving 26,000 miles. 
 The tallest tree in the country is a Coast Redwood 

growing in northern California’s Redwood National 
Park. It is 369 feet tall and over 2000 years old!

In 2013 we re-used 600 skids that were originally 
purchased with raw product on them versus 
purchasing more to ship finished product to our 
customers 
In 2014  we returned 194.6 tons of skids and wood         
products back to our suppliers for re-use 
So far in 2015 we have returned 107.5 tons of skids 
and wood products to our suppliers (as of: 6/9/15) 





 We supply another local business with skids 
and cardboard boxes for reuse 

 We have partnered with the local recycling 
center to reuse skids or have them ground to 
mulch for distribution to the community 

 We have been approached by local artist’s 
about re-purposing skids for use in craft 
projects 
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
