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INTRODUCTION

The 2015 Prior Authorization focus study is a retrospective review of the 95% Approved
PA by Procedure Code Report (QR-95PA). The study provides an analysis on the service codes
that have a ninety-five percent (95%) approval rating with one touch processing. Additionally,
service code trends were also reviewed at the ninety (90%) and eighty-five (85%) percent levels.

The study included analysis of Prior Authorization data for recipients in the Fee-for-
Service (FFS) and Care Select (CS) programs. The Prior Authorization data was collected for
requests dispositioned between April 1, 2014 through March 31, 2015 which spanned four

consecutive quarters.

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FINDINGS

Prior Authorization requests worked from April 1, 2014 - March 31, 2015

The purpose of this analysis is to:

= |dentify trends among the Prior Authorization requests with an eighty-five (85%) to
ninety-five percent (95%) approval rate with one touch processing.
= Provide OMPP with a comprehensive assessment of the Prior Authorization requests to
determine if recommendations could be made regarding :
o elimination of Prior Authorization requirements, or

o criteria development
ADVANTAGE reported eighty-nine (89) total service code requests that met the above criteria.

= No service code appears in all four (4) quarters

= Nine (9) of the reported codes appear in multiple quarters

=  Twenty-eight (28) of the service codes reported require Prior Authorization

= One (1) service code requiring Prior Authorization appears in multiple quarters
= Sixty-one (61) of the service codes reported do not require Prior Authorization

when rendered by an In State provider.

The following four (4) service codes appear in three (3) quarters: D9230, D1351, D2330 and
D2391. These service codes do not require Prior Authorization when rendered by an In State

provider.

There were five (5) service codes that appeared in two (2) of the reported quarters. These codes
are D0274, A0428, 21206, D1120 and D0272. Of these, only procedure code 21206 requires
Prior Authorization and there were only two (2) Prior Authorizations submitted for this service

code during the look back period.

For Quarter Two (2) of 2014, we reported thirty-four (34) codes in total. For Quarter Three (3)
2014, forty-five (45) service codes were reported. Beginning Quarter Four (4) of 2014, the
reporting elements were changed to only report any service code that had greater than one (1)
occurrence in a quarter. For Quarter Four (4) 2014, we reported nine (9) service codes and in
Quarter One (1) 2015, thirteen (13) service codes were reported.
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At the 90% one touch approval rate, only two (2) additional codes were identified. Those codes
are D0120 & D0140 neither of which requires Prior Authorization when rendered by an In State
provider.

At the 85% one touch approval rate, six (6) additional codes were identified. Two (2) of the six
(6) codes identified require Prior Authorization, C1722 and 61885

SUMMARY OF FINDINGS

In summary, the findings do not support the need for eliminating Prior Authorization for
any of the service codes reported. In reviewing the identified service codes, the highest level of
utilization was seen for service codes that currently do not require Prior Authorization when

rendered by an in state provider. .

The data revealed sixty-nine percent (69%) of the eighty-nine (89) service codes reported
do not require Prior Authorization if rendered by an in state provider. Due to the fact there is no
Prior Authorization requirement for these service codes, there is no applicable criteria available.
As such, there is no change in the criteria that can be recommended for these codes. The
remaining service codes had minimal utilization and no recommendations are suggested for the

criteria available for these service codes at this time.
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
