Type of Award
The State intends to establish one or multiple statewide Quantity Purchase Agreements for Naloxone and Narcan Nasal Spray products for purchase, as needed. It is anticipated that the term of each contract will be for a period of one (1) year from the date of contract execution. There may be three one-year renewals for a total of four (4) years at the State’s option. Contract pricing will remain firm for the duration of the initial contract term and will be reviewed on an annual basis, in conjunction with annual renewal periods.

Participating Entities
It is anticipated that pricing offered will be extended to *eligible State agencies, as well as other governmental bodies, including (city/county governments, state educational institutions, K-12 public schools, public libraries, etc.) While other governmental bodies’ participation in State contracts and QPAs is not mandatory, it is the State’s goal to encourage other governmental bodies to use the price agreement(s) resulting from this bid. Increased utilization by these entities significantly enhances the business opportunity for the winning vendor(s) without having to participate in additional bidding processes with each individual entity. The State, however, will not be responsible for the transactions between the vendor and these entities. All other governmental bodies using State contracts and QPAs are expected to follow the contractual terms and conditions specified in the agreements. To receive consideration for contract award, bidders must affirm their willingness to extend pricing to other governmental bodies in the Bid Package (See page 13, Question # 1).

*The State intends to develop an application process prior to the start of the contract. The purpose of the process will be to determine which purchasing entities will be eligible to purchase from the contract. Eligibility criteria has not yet been established.
