Award Summary

City Rising claimed and qualified for the Indiana Business Preference (5%), and the Indiana Small Business Preference
(15%), however only one Indiana preference can be claimed. The Indiana Small Business Preference has a higher value
and was used for the evaluation. Divine Grace did not claim any preferences.
