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[bookmark: _Toc199855897]OVERVIEW OF THE CHDO SET-ASIDE PROGRAM
The HOME Investment Partnerships Program (HOME) was created under Title II of the
Cranston-Gonzalez National Affordable Housing Act of 1990. The Act’s objectives include (1) promoting partnerships among states, units of local government, and not-for-profit organizations, and (2) expanding the capacity of not-for-profit organizations to develop and manage safe, decent, and affordable housing. Indiana Housing and Community Development Authority (IHCDA) receives a yearly allocation of HOME funds from the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) as a participating jurisdiction (PJ). 

In order to achieve its objectives, the Act requires that PJs “set-aside“ a minimum of 15% of its annual HOME allocation exclusively for qualified, eligible CHDO projects. A Community Housing Development Organization (CHDO) is a private, community-based nonprofit organization whose primary purpose is to develop affordable housing for the community it serves. To be recognized as a CHDO, an organization must meet the requirements pertaining to their legal status, organizational structure, capacity, and experience as set forth in 24 CFR 92.2, and be certified by IHCDA as a CHDO.


[bookmark: _Toc199855898]BENEFITS OF BECOMING A CHDO
CHDO set-aside funds allow community-based organizations to build their capacity in order to serve a broad range of affordable housing needs. The CHDO may accomplish this with the acquisition, new construction, and/or rehabilitation of rental housing or homebuyer property. The CHDO must be the owner, developer, or sponsor of the affordable housing in the community or communities that they serve. If an organization becomes a certified CHDO it is eligible to take advantage of the HOME funds set-aside exclusively for CHDOs, as well as financing support for a portion of its operating expenses associated with CHDO projects. In addition, the CHDO will have access to predevelopment and seed money loans for subsequent HOME-CHDO projects. 


[bookmark: _Toc199855899]REGULATORY REQUIREMENTS FOR CHDO CERTIFICATION
Organizations seeking CHDO certification must meet all of the following criteria, which are set forth by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development in 24 CFR 92.2:
I. LEGAL STATUS
1. The organization must be organized under State or local laws.
2. No part of a CHDO’s net earnings may benefit any member, founder, contributor, or individual.
3. The organization has a tax exemption ruling from the Internal Revenue Service under section 501(c) (3) or (4) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, is classified as a subordinate of a central organization non-profit under section 905 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, or if the private nonprofit organization is an wholly owned entity that is disregarded as an entity separate from its owner for tax purposes (e.g., a single member limited liability company that is wholly owned by an organization that qualifies as tax-exempt), the owner organization has a tax exemption ruling from the Internal Revenue Service under section 501(c)(3) or (4) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 and meets the definition of “community housing development organization”. 
4. The organization has among its purposes the provision of decent housing that is affordable to low-income and moderate-income individuals as evidenced in its charter, articles of incorporation, resolutions or by-laws  

II. CAPACITY
1. The organization has standards of financial accountability that conform to 2 CFR 200.302, ‘Financial Management’ and 2 CFR 200.303, ‘Internal Controls’.
2. The organization has shown a demonstrated capacity for carrying out housing projects assisted with Federal Funds, Low-Income Housing Credits, Federal Home Loan Bank Affordable Housing Program funds, or local and State affordable housing funds.  A designated organization undertaking development activities as a developer of a HOME-assisted project, the nonprofit organization must satisfy this requirement by having paid employees with housing development experience who will work on projects assisted with HOME funds. 
a. If the paid employees of the organization do not demonstrate capacity to develop a HOME-assisted project alone, the experience of paid employees may be supplemented by board members or officers of the organizations that are volunteers. 
b. If a nonprofit organization is demonstrating capacity using a volunteer board member’s or officer’s experience, the volunteer may not be compensated by, or have their services donated by another organization. 
c. For its first year of funding as a CHDO, an organization may satisfy this requirement through a contract with an experienced consultant who has housing development experience to train key staff.  
d. An organization that will own housing must demonstrate capacity to act as owner of a project and meet the requirements of § 92.300(a).
e. An organization that will sponsor housing must demonstrate capacity as a developer or capacity to act as an owner as defined above. 
3. If the CHDO has at least one paid key employee with housing development experience, must receive a W-2 or 1099 from the organization.
4. The organization must have a history of serving the community in which the HOME-assisted affordable housing is to be located for at least one year. 
a. A newly created organization formed by local churches, service organizations or neighborhood organizations may meet this requirement by demonstrating that its parent organization has a least a year of serving the community. 
5. The organization must have a clearly defined geographic service area. 

NOTE: Under the HOME Program, for urban areas, the term “community” is defined as one of several neighborhoods, a city, county, or metropolitan area. For rural areas, community is defined as one or several neighborhoods, a town, village, county, or multi-county area (but not the whole state.)

III. ORGANIZATIONAL STRUCTURE
1. The CHDO cannot be a governmental entity and cannot be controlled by a governmental entity; however, an organization that is created by a governmental agency may qualify as a CHDO. 
a. No more than one-third of the board members may be officials or employees of  participating jurisdiction or governmental entity that created the CHDO.
b. No governmental entity may have the right to appoint more than one-third of the membership of the organization's governing body.
c. The Board members appointed by a governmental entity, and the board members that are officials or employees of the PJ or governmental entity that created the organization may not appoint the remaining two-thirds of the board members. The officers or employees of a governmental entity may not be officers or employees of a community housing development organization.
2.  The CHDO can neither be controlled by, nor under the direction of, individuals or entities seeking to derive profit or gain from the organization. A community housing development organization may be sponsored or created by a for-profit entity but:
a. The for-profit entity may not be an entity whose primary purpose is the development or management of housing, such as a builder, developer, or real estate management firm.
b. The for-profit entity may not have the right to appoint more than one-third of the membership of the organization's governing body. Board members appointed by the for-profit entity may not appoint the remaining two-thirds of the board members;
c. The community housing development organization must be free to contract for goods and services from vendors of its own choosing; and
d. The officers and employees of the for-profit entity may not be officers or employees of the community housing development organization.
3. The CHDO must maintain accountability to low-income community residents by:
· Maintaining at least one-third of its governing board’s membership for residents of low-income neighborhoods, low-income beneficiaries of HUD programs,  other low-income community residents, or be designees of nonprofit organizations in the CHDO service area that address the housing or supportive service needs of low income residents or residents of low-income neighborhoods.  Organizations may include homelessness providers, Fair Housing Initiatives Program providers, Legal Aid, disability rights organizations, and victim service providers. (see CHDO Board Composition Requirements) and,
· A formal advisory process that allows low-income program beneficiaries to contribute on decisions regarding the design, location, development, and management of affordable housing projects. 


[bookmark: _Toc199855900]PROCUREMENT STANDARDS
The organization must have established written procedures for the procurement of supplies, equipment, services, etc., with Federal funds.  In order to meet this requirement, the organization must compose and draft its own particular set of procurement procedures and submit them with its CHDO application package for independent review by the Real Estate Department staff.


[bookmark: _Toc199855901]FAIR LEASE AND TENANT GRIEVANCE POLICY
CHDOs must adhere to a fair lease and grievance procedure approved by IHCDA and provide a plan for and follow a program of tenant participation in management decisions. CHDOs applying for HOME Homebuyer funds must adhere to a fair contract and homebuyer grievance procedure. The grievance procedure must address (1) how grievances will be submitted, (2) who will review them, (3) timeframe for the review, and (4) the appeal process.


[bookmark: _Toc199855902]CHDO ROLES
In order to use CHDO set-aside funds, CHDOs must be owners, developers, or sponsors of a HOME-eligible project.
CHDO AS AN OWNER
The CHDO is an owner when it holds valid legal title in fee simple absolute or has a long-term ground lease during both the development and the affordability period. 
If the housing is to be rehabilitated or constructed, the CHDO hires and oversees the developer that rehabilitates or constructs the housing. The CHDO must oversee or hire and contract with an experienced project manager to oversee all aspects of the development, including obtaining zoning, securing non-HOME financing, selecting a developer or general contractor, overseeing the progress of the work, and determining the reasonableness of costs. 
While the CHDO may not be responsible for the development activity itself, CHDO staff should have experience managing the work of contracted professionals to provide effective oversight to the contracted project manager/developer. 
The CHDO must own the rental housing during development and for a period of at least equal to the period of affordability. 
CHDO AS A DEVELOPER (Rental)
A CHDO is a developer when it owns a property and develops a project. As developer, the CHDO must be in sole charge of all aspects of the development process, including obtaining zoning, securing non-HOME funds, selecting contractors, overseeing the progress of work, and determining reasonableness of costs. 
The CHDO may share developer responsibilities with another entity, but the CHDO must oversee all aspects of the development process and must retain decision-making authority, including selecting the site, obtaining permit approvals, and all project financing, selecting architects, engineers, and general contractors, overseeing project progress and determining the reasonableness of costs.  The requirement that a CHDO is in charge of all aspects of the development process must be enforceable through a written agreement (i.e. a joint venture agreement or master development agreement), which must be submitted at time of application for HOME-construction financing to IHCDA. 
The CHDO must solely own the property during the development and for a period at least equal to the period of affordability.  
CHDO AS A DEVELOPER (Homebuyer)
 A CHDO undertaking a homebuyer project may only be designated as a CHDO Developer. The CHDO is the owner (in fee simple absolute) during the period of construction. 
The CHDO may share the developer role with another entity, but the CHDO must be in charge of all aspects of the development process, including selecting the site, obtaining permit approvals, and all project financing, selecting architects, engineers, and general contractors, overseeing project progress, determining the reasonableness of costs, identifying eligible homebuyers, and overseeing the sale of homeownership units. 

CHDO AS A SPONSOR
 A CHDO may sponsor HOME-assisted rental projects only. HUD defines two types of CHDO “sponsorship”. 
1. A CHDO “sponsors” rental housing when the property is “owned” or “developed” by a subsidy of the CHDO (which may be a for-profit or non-profit organization that is wholly owned by the CHDO); a limited partnership (in which the CHDO or its wholly owned subsidiary is the sole general partner); or a limited liability company (in which the CHDO or its wholly owned subsidiary must be the sole managing member). The HOME funds must be provided to the entity that owns the project. 
2. The CHDO may develop a project that it solely owns and agrees to convey ownership to a second nonprofit organization at a predetermined time. The conveyance must take place after completion of the project development. 
a. The private nonprofit may not be created by a government entity. 
b. The CHDO must always own the property prior to the development phase of the project. 
c. The CHDO must select the nonprofit organization that will obtain ownership of the property before the commitment of HOME funds. 
d. The nonprofit organization assumes the CHDO’s HOME obligations (including any repayment of loans) for the rental project after the completion of development and the conveyance of the project.
e. If the housing is not transferred to the nonprofit organization, the CHDO sponsor remains responsible for the HOME assistance and the HOME project.


[bookmark: _Toc199855903]CHDO BOARD COMPOSITION REQUIREMENTS
I. ACCOUNTABILITY TO THE COMMUNITY 

CHDO’s must maintain at least one-third of its governing board’s membership for residents of low-income neighborhoods, other low-income community residents,  low-income beneficiaries of HUD programs, designees of low-income neighborhood organizations, or designees of nonprofit organizations in the community that address the housing or supportive services needs of low-income residents or residents of low-income neighborhoods, including homeless providers, Fair Housing Program providers, Legal Aid, disability rights organization and victim service providers. Please note that to qualify, nonprofit organizations cannot cover the entire state. 

1. Low-Income Residents of the Community
Board members can be low-income residents of their community. In order to qualify for this category, the member must be at or below 80% of the Area Median Income (AMI) for the County in which they reside. Please refer to the most recent AMI limits as posted through IHCDA’s RED Notices. 

The CHDO board need not include residents from each county in the CHDO’s proposed service area, but the board’s composition should in some fashion, reasonably represent that service area. 


2. Residents of a Low-Income Neighborhood
Board members can be residents of a low-income neighborhood in the community.  A low-income neighborhood is where 51% or more of the residents are low-income. Board members who reside in low-income neighborhoods do not have to be low-income themselves.  
Low-income neighborhoods can be determined based on census tract or block group. 
In order to locate your census tract/ block group:
a. Go to: https://geocoding.geo.census.gov/geocoder/geographies/address?form
b. Enter the board members address, city, state, and zip code. Do not modify the “Benchmark” or “Vintage” selections.
c. Under “Census Blocks” you will find the Census Tract Number and Block Group (the first four numbers identify the Census Track; the last two numbers identify the Block Group).

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In order to determine if your census tract qualifies:

a. Go to https://www.ffiec.gov/census/default.aspx
b. Select Indiana, and click “Retrieve by County” or “MSA/MD”, whichever is applicable 
c. Select the county or MSA in which the Board Member lives and click “Get Census Demographic” 
d. Look up the census tract under “Tract Code” to determine Tract Income Level
e. To qualify, the census tract must be low or moderate under “Tract Income Level”

In order to determine if your block group qualifies:
a. Go to IHCDA’s CHDO page. 
b. Scroll down to the “Block Group Data” link and open the file
c. Search Name in Column B or search for Census Tract under Column E or G.
d. The percentage of low-moderate income households may be found in Column N. If the “% of Low/Mod Income Persons” is at or above 51% the Block Troup qualifies. 

3. Low Income Beneficiaries of HUD Program 
Board members may be beneficiaries of HUD programs. CHDOs must document which HUD program the board member receives assistance from. 

4. Designees of Low-Income Neighborhood Organizations 
Board members may be designees of a low-income neighborhood organization, or designees of nonprofit organizations the community that address the housing or supportive service needs of low-income residents or residents of low-income neighborhoods, including homeless providers, Fair Housing Initiatives Program providers, Legal Aid, disability rights organizations, and victim service providers. 

For urban areas, “community” may be a neighborhood or neighborhoods, city, county, or metropolitan area; for rural areas, it may be a neighborhood or neighborhoods, town, village, county, or multi-county area (but not the entire State). 

CHDOs must provide documentation (bylaws, resolution) from the CHDO designating the nonprofit organization to have a representative on the CHDO Board.    

II. PUBLIC SECTOR RESTRICTIONS
CHDOs may not be a governmental entity and may not be controlled by the Participating Jurisdiction. CHDOs may be created by a governmental entity however. CHDOs which are created by a governmental entity may not have more than one-third of the CHDO’s governing board be Officials or employees of the participating jurisdiction or governmental entity that created the CHDO.
Further, no governmental entity may have the right to appoint more than one-third of the organization's board members. The board members appointed by a governmental entity and the board members that are officials or employees of the participating jurisdiction or governmental entity that created the organization may not appoint any of the remaining two-thirds of the board members. The officers or employees of a governmental entity may not be officers or employees of a community housing development organization.


[bookmark: _Toc199855904]HOW TO APPLY FOR CHDO CERTIFICATION
Prospective CHDOs should complete all sections of IHCDA’s Application for CHDO Certification and provide all required attachments below. For any required attachment not being submitted, provide an explanation as to why the attachment is not applicable to your organization. 
The CHDO certification application is submitted in conjunction with a HOME application. At the time an organization receives certification from IHCDA as a CHDO, it is assessed on all of the eligibility criteria for funding under the HOME regulations. While CHDO certification is a prerequisite to receiving funds designated specifically for CHDOs, becoming eligible does not guarantee funding. 
Please note that all CHDO Board Member Certification Forms must have visible notarized seals. 
CHDO regulations require certain organizational policies or documents be approved by the CHDO’s Board of Directors. For any item below that requires approval by the CHDO’s Board of Directors, please submit formal documentation (e.g. a board resolution or official board meeting minutes) documenting that the item in question has been approved by the organization’s Board of Directors.
Applications should be submitted electronically. Please contact the Real Estate Department Coordinator to request the creation of a folder. The Real Estate Department Coordinator will then share that folder with the applicant and the applicant may then upload the application form and all other required documentation to the created folder.
