PURPOSE AND NEED:

Need: 
This project is needed to address the deteriorated roadway condition of SR 43 within the project limits. As detailed in the May 21, 
2021 and June 8, 2021 Pavement Scoping Application Reports (Appendix I, pages 2 and 7), the condition of this portion of SR 43 is 
in a deteriorated state as evidenced by severe block cracking and transverse cracking, longitudinal joint damage, stripping within the 
wheel paths, and rutting. The International Roughness Index (IRI) is a measurement of the smoothness of a pavement surface; a 
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lower IRI indicates smoother pavement. The IRI for these portions of SR 43 is above 70 (fair to poor condition)  (Appendix I, pages 2 
and 7). The secondary needs for this project are based on the September 22, 2022 addendums (Appendix I, pages 4-5 and 9-30) 
regarding the condition of drainage structures associated with the SR 43 roadway and sidewalk and curb ramps within the Town of 
Reynolds. Inlets and small culverts were inspected and rated on a numerical scale from 9 (excellent/new condition) to 1 (critical 
condition). Eleven small culverts are rated as 5 (fair condition) or lower. Additionally, select sidewalks are deteriorated and do not 
facilitate proper drainage and associated curb ramps lack compliance with the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA). 
 
Purpose: 
The purpose of this project is to improve the roadway to a good condition (IRI <70). Secondary purposes include improving drainage 
structures along SR 43 to a structure rating of 7 (good condition) or greater and improving accessibility within the project area by 
improving the select areas of sidewalk and bringing associated curb ramps into compliance with current ADA standards.

INDOT LaPorte District, with funding from the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA), intends to proceed with two projects along 
SR 43, Des. No. 2100235 and Des. No. 2100171. Both projects are Minor Structural HMA Overlays within construction contract R-
43897. The two projects are designed as a single project and all environmental impacts for both will be evaluated in this CE 
document. 
 
Location 
The proposed project is located on SR 43, beginning at the north junction of SR 18 within the Town of Brookston and continuing 
northward, through the Town of Chalmers, to the US 24/421 intersection, within the Town of Reynolds. More specifically, it is located 
in Prairie Township (Sections 3,10, and 15/Township 25 North/Range 4 West), Big Creek Township (Sections 4,9,16,21,22,27,28,33, 
and 34/Township 26 North/Range 4 West), and Honey Creek Township (Section 33/Township 27 North/Range 4 West) in White 
County, Indiana. See Appendix B, pages 1-3 for project location maps. 
 
Existing Conditions 
Throughout the majority of the project area, SR 43 is a two-lane undivided highway consisting of 11 to 12-ft travel lanes (one 
northbound and one southbound) with variable width paved shoulders. Within the Town of Reynolds, some areas of the roadway are 
bordered by sidewalk and/or curb and gutter. SR 43 is classified as Rural Principal Arterial from the Town of Brookston to the Town 
of Reynolds and Urban (Suburban) Principal Arterial within the Town of Reynolds. Existing right-of-way widths along both sides of 
SR 43 vary, widening where sidewalks, bridges, and intersecting roads are present. The posted speed limit throughout the project 
area varies from 25 to 55 miles per hour (mph). Guardrail is present where SR 43 crosses over Spring Creek, Big Creek, and 
Dieter/Rosen Treter Ditch. The pavement condition along this portion of SR 43 exhibits severe block cracking and transverse 
cracking, longitudinal joint damage, stripping within the wheel paths, and rutting as documented in the Pavement Scoping 
Application Reports (Appendix I, pages 1-3 and 6-8). These reports also note deteriorated curbing and evidence of poor drainage. 
Drainage structures within the project area were inspected and the conditions documented in addendums to the original reports 
(Appendix I, pages 4-5 and 9-30). Eleven culverts show signs of severe deterioration such as section loss, spalling, exposed rebar, 
and debris fill and do not facilitate proper drainage. Existing sidewalks with the Town of Reynolds are deteriorated and overgrown 
(Appendix I, page 5). 
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The surrounding landscape consists of maintained roadside vegetation and agricultural lands throughout the majority of the project 
area. Approaching and within the Towns of Brookston, Chalmers, and Reynolds there are residential and commercial areas. The 
CSX Railroad runs parallel to SR 43 on the east side for the majority of the project area. 
 
Preferred Alternative 
The preferred alternative for the project will consist of milling the existing asphalt of SR 43 to four inches in depth and repaving with 
four inches of HMA from 100-ft south of SR 18 to 130-ft south of US 24/421. Paving exceptions will occur at the structures crossing 
Spring Creek and Big Creek. Guardrail will be upgraded where present at Spring Creek, Big Creek, and Dieter/Rosen Treter Ditch. 
Guardrail at Dieter/Rosen Treter Ditch will be extended by 85-feet on the west side of SR 43. The existing public road approaches, 
private drives, commercial development drives, agricultural field entrances, and mailbox approaches will be milled and paved within 
the existing right of way in accordance with current INDOT standards. 
 
Eleven small culverts will be replaced. All culvert replacements will be in-kind with the exceptions of Structure 20 (CLV-64400) and 
Structure 120 (CLV-64409), which will be upsized. Select inlets within the Town of Reynolds will be replaced and a new catch basin 
will be added. Upgraded sidewalk will be installed along both sides of SR 43 within the Town of Reynolds, beginning 150 feet north 
of 3rd Street and ending 110 feet south of 4th Street on the west side and 207 feet south on the east side. New curb will be added to 
SR 43 as part of the sidewalk construction. A total of eight curb ramps will be installed at the intersections of SR 43 with 3rd and 4th 
Street. Details can be found in the Bridges and Small Structures section of this document and the project plans (Appendix B, pages 
16-95). 
 
Impacts from culvert replacements, riprap placement, shoulder grading, guardrail installation, and sidewalk construction are 
anticipated. Permanent impacts to wetlands will occur due to the culvert replacements and associated riprap placement. Terrestrial 
impacts will occur due to shoulder grading, guardrail installation, and sidewalk construction. Impacts were minimized during the 
design phase and mitigation is not anticipated. 
 
Maintenance of traffic (MOT) will vary based on work type. Small culvert replacements will require short-term full closures of SR 43 
with detours. The detours will utilize SR 18, US 421, and US 24. MOT for milling and paving operations will be accomplished with 
single-lane closures and flaggers. Sidewalk and curb work within the Town of Reynolds will require full closure of SR 43 with 
pedestrian MOT shown on the plans. Please see the MOT section of this document for details. MOT plan sheets can be found in 
Appendix B, page 19-29. 
 
The preferred alternative will meet the purpose and need of the project by improving the roadway condition to a good condition  
(IRI <70) and improving the drainage structures to a structure rating of 7 (good condition) or greater and improving accessibility by 
replacing select sidewalks and curb ramps. The project demonstrates independent utility because it will correct the deficiencies to 
improve condition ratings and accessibility without being reliant on other projects that could result in additional impacts. The total 
project length will be approximately 9.956 miles, from approximately SR 18 to US 24/421. These termini are logical, limited to the 
area necessary to allow for roadway, drainage structure, guardrail, sidewalk, and curb ramp work and adjacent incidental 
construction.

Small culverts and inlets will be replaced as noted in the above table and in the project plans (Appendix B, pages 16-95). 
Replacement type is Type 1 pipe with end sections unless otherwise noted in table. Revetment riprap over geotextiles will be placed 
at the inlet and outlet of all eleven culverts. The culverts run east-west beneath SR 43 with the exception of Structure 110, which 
runs north-south beneath East 350 South, parallel to SR 43. The inlets being replaced, and the new catch basin, are located at the 
intersection of SR 43 and East 3rd Street within the Town of Reynolds. All small culverts and inlets are non-historic. Impacts to 
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wetlands will occur as a result of the proposed replacements of Structure 20 and Structure 80. The anticipated permanent impacts to 
wetlands total 0.05707 acre.

Culvert replacements will require a full closure of SR 43 with detours utilizing SR 18, US 421, and US 24. Length of the detour and 
added travel time will vary based on the exact closure locations on SR 43 but is not expected to exceed 35 miles or add more than 
45 minutes of travel time. Only culverts with no private or public access between them may be simultaneously replaced. Portable 
Changeable Message Signs will be used to inform motorists if access to the Town of Chalmers is open or closed, dependent upon 
the location of the road closure. When culvert replacements are complete the detour signage and portable message signs will be 
removed in preparation for milling and paving operations. MOT during milling and paving will be accomplished with single-lane 
closures and flaggers. Sidewalk and curb work within the Town of Reynolds will require full closure of SR 43 with a local detour and 
pedestrian MOT. To limit pedestrian traffic disruptions, sidewalk closures will be limited to seven days and curb ramps will be 
replaced at one corner of an intersection at a time. This MOT plan is anticipated to remain in place for one construction season. See 
Appendix B, pages 19-29 for MOT plan details. 
 
The closures and lane restrictions will pose a temporary inconvenience to traveling motorists (including school buses and emergency 
services); however, no significant delays are anticipated, and all inconveniences and delays will cease upon project completion.

The apparent existing ROW limits vary from approximately 23 feet to 131 feet east and west of the centerline of SR 43 through the 
project alignment. The typical existing ROW is approximately 25 feet west of the centerline and 35 feet east of the centerline. Within 
the Towns of Reynolds, Chalmers, and Brookston the existing ROW consists of maintained lawn vegetation, sidewalks, and 
driveway entries to residential and commercial properties. Between the towns, the existing SR 43 ROW consists of maintained 
roadside vegetation with occasional driveway entries. The maximum proposed ROW width is 55 feet from the centerline of SR 43. 
 
Right-of-way required 
The project requires approximately 1.53 acres of permanent ROW from ten agricultural parcels and one residential parcel on the 
west side of SR 43 for culvert replacements. Acquisition of ROW on the east side of SR 43 is not planned for culvert replacements 
although construction limits may exceed the existing ROW. Instead, an agreement with CSX Railroad will be coordinated for 
temporary easements totaling 0.16 acre to facilitate construction of Structure 20 (0.02 acre)(Appendix B, page 36), Structure 110 
(0.06 acre) (Appendix B, page 54), Structure 120 (0.02 acre)(Appendix B, page 61) and new guardrail (0.06 acre)(Appendix B, page 
59). The project also requires approximately 0.06 acre of temporary ROW from three residential parcels and one commercial parcel 
on the east side of SR 43 within the Town of Reynolds for work associated with sidewalk construction. Proposed ROW acquisition 
locations are included in the plan sheets (Appendix B, pages 32, 36-37, 39-43, 47, 52, 61, 65, 66, and 69). ROW acquisition for this 
project is 100% state funded (Appendix C, page 6).

Based on the desktop review, the aerial map of the project area, and the RFI report (Appendix E, page 5), there are fifty-one 
wetlands within the 0.5-mile search radius. There are four wetlands present within or adjacent to the investigated areas. That number 
was confirmed by site visits on September 20, 2022 and October 18, 2022 for the Waters of the U.S. Determination / Wetland 
Delineation Report completed by Compliance Field Services, Inc.  
 
The Waters of the U.S. Determination / Wetland Delineation Report was approved by INDOT Ecology and Waterway Permitting 
Office on May 1, 2023. The waters report was limited to areas where culvert replacement is planned. It was determined that four 
wetlands were present within the investigated areas (Appendix F, page 303). The USACE makes all final determinations regarding 
jurisdiction. 
 

Wetland A is likely an isolated, palustrine emergent wetland that has formed within a depression that has been left fallow at the edge 
of an active agricultural field on the west side of SR 43. Wetland A is approximately 0.05823 acre and has a moderate prevalence of 
native species, despite the dominance of reed canary grass (Phalaris arundinacea) and lady’s thumb (Persicaria maculosa). Native 
species include bristly sedge (Carex comosa) and soft rush (Juncus effusus). Wetland A would be considered average quality due to 
moderate diversity of native wetland species with interspersed alien and invasive species, and moderate habitat presence. 
Approximately 0.02174 acre of permanent impacts to Wetland A are anticipated for the installation of Structure 20. No temporary 
impacts will occur. 
 

Wetland B is an approximately 0.03549 acre palustrine emergent wetland that has formed within a depression along the roadside 
ditch on the east side of SR 43. As Wetland B is dominated by reed canary grass (Phalaris arundinacea), an invasive species, and 
the functionality of Wetland B for filtering runoff and habitat value are minimal, it would be considered poor quality. Approximately 
0.02252 acre of permanent impacts to Wetland B are anticipated for the installation of Structure 20. No temporary impacts will occur. 
 

Wetland C is an approximately 0.04085 acre emergent wetland located to the west of SR 43 at the outfall of Structure 80. The 
vegetation and natural hydrology of this wetland are disturbed by agricultural activities. Additionally, Wetland C supports minimal 
wildlife or aquatic habitat and does not contribute significant hydrologic function. For these reasons, Wetland C would be considered 
poor quality. Approximately 0.01281 acre of permanent impacts to Wetland C are anticipated for the installation of Structure 80. No 
temporary impacts will occur. 
 

Wetland D is an approximately 0.02456 acre emergent wetland located on the east side of SR 43 between the inlet of Structure 80 
and the CSX railroad. The dominant vegetation is reed canary grass (Phalaris arundinacea). It would be considered poor quality due 
to the dominance of nonnative invasive vegetation, minimal wildlife or aquatic habitat, and limited hydrologic function. No permanent 
or temporary impacts to Wetland D are anticipated. Wetland D is labeled as Do Not Disturb on the project plans (Appendix B, page 
47).  
 
The wetland delineation report determined that all four wetlands are likely isolated/exempt Waters of the State. However, INDOT is 
requesting that USACE take jurisdiction of these wetlands. Impacts will occur to Wetlands A and B during the replacement of 
Structure 20 and to Wetland C during the replacement of Structure 80. A total of approximately 0.05707 acre of permanent impacts 
will occur. Complete avoidance of these impacts would result in the purpose and need of the project not being met.  
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A Nationwide Permit 14 is likely required due to wetland impacts. Mitigation is not likely to be required but will be determined during 
the permitting process.

Based on a desktop review and the aerial map of the project area (Appendix B, page 3), there is terrestrial habitat within the project 
area consisting primarily of maintained roadside vegetation, unmaintained roadside vegetation, agricultural land, and maintained 
residential lawns. Plant species generally include but are not limited to: red fescue (Festuca rubra), perennial ryegrass (Lolium 
perenne), Kentucky bluegrass (Poa pratensis), Bermuda grass (Cynodon dactylon), reed canary grass (Phalaris arundinacea), 
poison hemlock (Conium maculatum), and Queen Anne’s Lace (Dacaus carota). 
 
Approximately 1.189 acres of terrestrial habitat will be impacted by culvert replacement, riprap placement, shoulder grading, and 
sidewalk construction. No tree clearing will occur. Impacts to terrestrial habitat were minimized during the design phase and will be 
avoided and minimized where possible while fulfilling the purpose and need of the project. Mitigation for these impacts is not 
anticipated. 
 
Early Coordination 
The NRCS responded on June 28, 2023 stating that the project will cause a conversion of prime farmland (Appendix C, page 7). See 
the “Farmland” portion in Section C – Other Resources of this document for details. The IDNR-DFW responded on June 29, 2023 
(Appendix C, page 11) with recommendations to revegetate disturbed areas and implement erosion and sediment control measures.

Based on a desktop review and the RFI report (Appendix E), completed by H.W. Lochner, Inc. and approved by INDOT Site 
Assessment & Management (SAM) on May 18, 2023, the IDNR White County Endangered, Threatened and Rare (ETR) Species List 
has been checked. According to the IDNR-DFW early coordination response letter date June 29, 2023 (Appendix C, page 11), the 
Natural Heritage Program’s Database has been checked and the Upland Sandpiper (Bartramia longicauda) and the Black Tern 
(Chlidonias niger), state endangered bird species, have been documented within 0.5 mile of the project area. However, IDNR states 
that there is no suitable habitat for these species within the project area and that no significant negative impacts are expected. No 
other plant or animal species listed as state or federally threatened, endangered, or rare have been reported to occur in the project 
vicinity. An INDOT 0.5-mile bat review of the United States Fish and Wildlife Service (USFWS) database, completed on November 9, 
2022, did not indicate the presence of endangered bat species within 0.5-mile of the project area. 
 
Bats, Programmatic Informal Consultation (i.e. IPaC) – Not Likely to Adversely Affect   
Project information was submitted through the USFWS’s Information for Planning and Consultation (IPaC) portal, and an official 
species list was generated (Appendix C, page 19).  The project is within range of the federally endangered Indiana bat (Myotis 
sodalis) and the federally endangered northern long-eared bat (NLEB) (Myotis septentrionalis).  
 
The official species list generated from IPaC indicated four other species present within the project area:  

- proposed federally endangered Tricolored Bat (Perimyotis subflavus) 
- non-essential, experimental population of Whooping Cranes (Grus americana) 
- federally threatened Round Hickorynut (Obovaria subrotunda) clam   
- candidate species Monarch Butterfly (Danaus plexippus)  

 
This project does not include tree clearing or stream impacts and all work will occur within 100-feet of the roadway footprint. There 
are no critical habitats for any of these species within or near the project area. The project will not jeopardize the continued existence 
of the candidate species Monarch Butterfly, the proposed endangered Tricolored Bat, or the non-essential, experimental Whooping 
Crane population. There is no suitable habitat for the Round Hickorynut within the project area. Therefore, no negative impacts are 
expected to the above-mentioned species. No further coordination with USFWS is required. 
 
The project qualifies for the Range-wide Programmatic Informal Consultation for the Indiana bat and northern long-eared bat (NLEB), 
dated May 2016 (revised February 2018), between FHWA, Federal Railroad Administration (FRA), Federal Transit Administration 
(FTA), and USFWS. On September 20, 2022 and October 18, 2022 it was determined that all culverts and inlets are more than 1,000 
feet from suitable bat habitat and therefore structure inspections are not required. An effect determination key was completed on July 
10, 2023, and based on the responses provided, the project was found to “may affect – not likely to adversely affect” the Indiana bat 
and/or the NLEB (Appendix C, page 35).  INDOT reviewed and verified the effect finding on July 11, 2023 and requested USFWS’s 
review of the finding. No response was received from USFWS within the 14-day review period; therefore, it was concluded they 
concur with the finding. Avoidance and Minimization Measures (AMMs) generated during this review included notification to all 
workers of commitments and temporary lighting guidelines. These AMMs and/or commitments are included as firm commitments in 
the Environmental Commitments section of this document. 
 
This precludes the need for further consultation on this project as required under Section 7 of the Endangered Species Act, as 
amended. If new information on endangered species at the site becomes available, or if project plans are changed, USFWS will be 
contacted for consultation.

The project will comply with local and regional development patterns in the area. It will result in a net positive effect on the 
communities due to the improved roadway surface and drainage of SR 43 upon completion. 
 
According to the White County Tourism website (www.enjoywhitecounty.com), accessed on September 5, 2023 by H.W. Lochner, 
Inc., two events in the vicinity of the project may overlap with the timing of construction; the White County Fair held annually during 
July in the Town of Reynolds and the Brookston Apple Popcorn Festival held annually in September. The White County Fairgrounds 
are located approximately 0.6 mile from the northern terminus of the project area and will be accessible via an official detour utilizing 
US 421 and via local roads. The festival in the Town of Brookston occurs within the downtown area, approximately 0.1 mile from the 
southern terminus of the project area and will be accessible via an official detour utilizing SR 18 and via local roads. 
 
White County has an approved ADA Transition Plan (https://www.in.gov/counties/white/files/White-County-ADA-Transition-Plan-07-
05-22.pdf ). The plan ensures that White County is aware of the state of ADA compliance in the facilities it manages and commits to 
the guidelines set forth in the plan for current and future facilities.

11. It is recommended to use more sustainable approaches to stormwater management, such as retention basins, constructed 

wetlands, rain gardens, and infiltration basins or trenches, and pervious pavement. (IDNR-DFW) 

12. It is recommended to use BMPs to limit the migration of polycyclic aromatic hydrocarbons (PAHs) into waterways. The use 
of sealants that are free of petroleum and coal tar-based sealants in encouraged. (IDNR-DFW) 

13. Riprap or other hard bank stabilization materials should be used only at the toe of the sideslopes up to the ordinary high 
water mark (OHWM) with the exception of areas directly under bridges for instance. The banks above the OHWM should be 
restored, stabilized, and revegetated using geotextiles and a mixture of grasses, sedges, wildflowers, shrubs, and trees 
native to Central Indiana and specifically for stream bank/floodway stabilization purposes as soon as possible upon 
completion. For streambed stabilization or scour protection, riprap or other stabilization materials should not be placed in 
the active stream channel above the existing streambed or flowline elevation unless specifically designed and installed for 
grade control and aquatic organism passage. This is to prevent obstructions to the movement of aquatic organisms 
upstream and downstream. (IDNR-DFW)
