US 40 For All Kickoff Meeting in Hendricks County

The Indiana Department of Transportation (INDOT) will host a public information meeting on Thursday, January 23, 2025, at Hendricks Live! at 200 W. Main Street, Plainfield, IN 46168. US 40 For All is dedicated to improving safety, mobility, and traffic operations along US 40 in Hendricks County, Indiana. This critical corridor experiences safety concerns due to crash frequency and severity, congestion and delays, and lack of pedestrian infrastructure. By addressing these infrastructure challenges, US 40 For All seeks to create a safer, more accessible roadway that benefits all users, enhancing the overall quality and efficiency of travel in the project area. Although no solutions have been determined, potential improvements include intersection upgrades and corridor-wide treatments focused on access control, speed management, and pedestrian connectivity.

Meeting attendees will have time to view informational exhibits and displays and speak with project team members during an informal open house session before a short presentation. To accommodate those unable to attend in person, the recorded presentation and opportunities to comment will be available after the meeting on the INDOT Crawfordsville District website.

In the event of inclement weather resulting in hazardous driving conditions, please check the project website and INDOT West Central social media channels to learn of any postponement of the public meeting. If the public meeting is postponed due to inclement weather, it will be rescheduled for a future date, time and location to be determined. Additionally, the public comment period would be extended.
