1. What is the amount requested?
1. What is the total project cost?
1. Describe the specific public health issue(s) the grant funds will target and the desired public health goal. Note which Surgeon General priority is addressed. (Limited to 600 characters.)
1. Describe how the grant will be used to address the public health issue described above (also known as the project) and what outcome constitutes a successful project. (Limited to 600 characters.)
1. Describe an innovative or unique aspect of the proposed project. What makes this project different from projects with similar goals? (Limited to 600 characters.)
1. Describe all partner organizations in the project and briefly describe each of their roles and financial contributions. If possible, then provide a letter of support from the community or partner organization for the project under number 15 below. (Limited to 600 characters.)
1. Provide a brief timeline for the project, including the dates and location of events, which must include the expected date of completion. (Limited to 600 characters.)
1. Describe how you plan to monitor the project to measure its success. (Limited to 600 characters.)
1. The COF funds are for seed grants with the expectation that the project/program will continue after 2021. Describe the planned "next steps" after June 2021 to address the public health issue stated above. (Limited to 600 characters.)
1. Provide a letter of support from another organization for the project. (Not required.) (pdf, doc, docx files accepted)
