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In response to the recent questions related to cohorting, CMS is providing supplemental
information for transferring or discharging residents between facilities.  In general, if two
or more certified LTC facilities want to transfer or discharge residents between
themselves for the purposes of cohorting, they do not need any additional approval to do
so.  However, if a certified LTC facility would like to transfer or discharge residents to a
non-certified location for the purposes of cohorting, they need approval from the State
Agency.
