v. State of Indiana


Appellant Ben-Yisrayl (formerly known as Christopher Peterson) has been convicted of murder and sentenced to death.  See Ben-Yisrayl v. State, 690 N.E.2d 1141, 1147 (Ind. 1997), rehearing denied (1998). 

The Porter Superior Court denied post-conviction relief.  In this appeal, appellant argues that various errors occurred at trial and in the direct appeal, that he was deprived of his constitutional right to effective assistance of counsel, and that the post-conviction court erred in not granting relief.
