Equicor Development, Inc., v. Westfield-Washington Township Plan Commission




The Westfield-Washington Township Plan Commission denied approval of Equicor Development, Inc.’s proposed plat for a subdivision in Hamilton County.  The Hamilton Superior Court affirmed the decision.  A divided Court of Appeals reversed, with the majority concluding that the commission’s decision was arbitrary and capricious. Richard Moore v. State of Indiana

Appellant Moore pled guilty to murdering his former wife, her father and an Indianapolis police officer and was sentenced to death.  After winning post-conviction relief in the form of a new penalty proceeding, appellant was again sentenced to death.  See State v. Moore, 678 N.E.2d 1258 (Ind. 1997).
