ISL Director Report
	Mr. Speer reported that House Bill 1412 was passed and will merge the Bureau into the Library, clarify existing library law and remove all restrictions on the location of a new Archives building.

Mr. Speer stated that he has been in communication with the three Talking Books sub-regional offices (Lake County, Bartholomew County, and Evansville Vanderburgh) regarding closing the offices and centralizing all functions of the Talking Book program to the State Library. The directors of the libraries are supportive of the plan. Mr. Speer has also discussed the plan with the Governor’s office and the National Library Services. It is anticipated that it will be a phased approach to the closings that will be completed by September of 2019. 
Mr. Speer reported that work is continuing on the Library’s strategic plan and Randy Dykhuis director of the Midwest Collaborative Library Service, is retiring at the end of 2018.

Mr. Speer also reported that library staff are working on an application for a Lilly Endowments Arts and Culture Innovation grant that will be submitted by the State Library Foundation. If funded, that grant will result in a new sculpture outside the library, a new stained glass window in the great hall, the digitization of newspaper and photo collections, repairing of existing stained glass windows, and cleaning of the murals in the library. The initial deadline is March 30.
