ISL Director Report 
	Mr. Speer reported that he recently met with the Academic Libraries of Indiana at one of their meetings.   He stated that the library recently completed a continuation of operations plan (COOP) that would be used if access to the library was cut off or restricted.  Speer invited the board to the upcoming Letters about Literature event at the library.  Speer reported that the library has been discussing the possibility of closing 3 sub-regional offices of the State Library’s talking books program and consolidating circulation of materials at the State Library.  He said that the library staff have had preliminary discussions with the three library directors and that the subject has been well received.  He said he will have more information at the June Board meeting.  Finally, Speer reported on Midwest Collaborative Library Services (MCLS) executive director search.

IHB Director Report
	Mr. Lighty presented the IHB Report: 
I. Publications and promoting the study of Indiana history

A. 3rd Annual Hoosier Women at Work Conference-The 2018 Hoosier Women at Work at History Conference took place at the Harrison Center for Arts in Indianapolis on April 6. Approximately 80 attendees from various collegiate, non-profit, and state organizations attended to learn more about women’s contributions in Indiana history, with a focus on the arts. Panelists presented original research on a range of subjects, including A Women’s Work is Never Done: How Matriarchs, Midwives and Mothers Maintain Households and economies in Rural Indiana, Vivian Carter, the Woman who Integrated Popular Music, and “Sunny Scenes and Deep Shadows”: The Lyrical Poetry of Sarah T. Bolton. Art historian and Ph.D. candidate Abbey Chambers delivered the keynote address, detailing her unique career path as a women working in the arts and discussed her doctoral project about the relationship between culture and gentrification in Indianapolis. HHW concluded with a panel of local artists discussing how Indiana’s women’s history and a sense of place informs their work. These artists included 2017 Indiana Poet Laureate Shari Wagner, Miami beadworker Katrina Mitten, and landscape and cityscape painter Justin Vining. The conference energized researchers, generated interest in IHB’s marker program, blog and podcast, and established new connections that will likely lead to future collaborations. IHB will make the papers, presentations, and other resources resulting from the conference available to the public through its website. The conference also generated interest in the 2020 conference, which will focus on the centennial of women’s suffrage.

C. Talking Hoosier History, recent episodes “The Revolutions of George Rogers Clark” and Reaching toward Peace: RFK on the Assassination of MLK.” That concludes “season 1.” Lindsey Beckley and Jill Weiss Simins are taking a two month break to work on other projects and will launch the next episode on June 1.

II. Work with organizations and people concerned with Indiana history

A. Indiana & You app-The IU Center on Representative Government received an IU Bicentennial grant to develop to gaming app that analyzes primary sources from repositories across the state. Chandler is serving on the advisory committee. The app is supposed to complement SEA 29 (Indiana studies elective) as well.
B. County historians meeting at IHS on March 28-updated the historians on IHB initiatives. Received many comments and continued interest in markers. Several historians affirmed that they will apply for new markers for next year.
C. History Relevance-Chandler, Jill, and Justin Clark attended a History Relevance workshop on March 17, sponsored by Kentucky Museum and Heritage Alliance and others.

D. African American Landmarks-Casey is working with members of the African American Landmarks Committee of Indiana Landmarks to create a new strategic plan for the group. As a member of the Education subcommittee, she and others are developing a walking tour of Indiana Avenue and the Ransom Place neighborhood that will feature historical markers and physical structures commemorating the rich history of the area.

E. Indiana State Museum Teacher Resource Day March 24-Justin and Lindsey attended the event to share information about IHB and resources for teachers/students.

F. HSC-Justin made a presentation at Monroe Co Public Library about the project.

G. Friends of the Indiana State Archives annual meeting, April 10-sold the keynote speaker’s book: A. James Fuller, Oliver P. Morton and the Politics of the Civil War and Reconstruction.
