I. Publications and promoting the study of Indiana history

A. Hoosier State Chronicles

1. Vendor currently processing our first few batches of data for the NEH grant.

2. Discussions with Jake and Indiana Division to reactivate the $0 contract with Newspapers.com to digitize from our microfilm. Developing a priority title list.

3. IOT has word out a solution for HSC’s infrastructure needs.

B. The Indiana History Blog

1. Published eight new posts since June 1.

2. Featuring four guest bloggers

3. Two of the posts by IHB historian expanded on marker subjects.

II. Work with organizations and people concerned with Indiana history

A. History Relevance-Met with Rich Cooper, VP at Conner Prairie regarding planning a History Relevance workshop for this fall.

B. Contacted groups previously involved with Indiana History Collaborative, which had not met in two years. Plans to reconvene the group in early September.

C. Planned with Indiana Association of Historians and other parties on the development of an undergraduate award for historical research and writing.
D. Met with Indiana Humanities regarding their upcoming biennium theme examining rural/suburban/urban dynamics. In the context of where/how/is this theme examined in Indiana historiography, IHB as interested in developing a symposium or conference with Humanities on this.
E. Met with the new director of the Native American and Indian Affairs Commission regarding our relevant markers, and possible opportunities for future collaboration.

F. IHB’s been involved on email conservations and conference calls regarding the Equal Justice Initiatives efforts to create a memorial to Thomas Shipp and Abram Smith in Marion. We have just been listening, and letting community members and EJI take the lead.

IV. Oral History of the Indiana General Assembly
A. Dr. Marino has created all of the Indiana Legislative Oral History Initiative (ILOHI) documentation to get the project underway. The documentation includes a Description, Mission, and Goals statement, Narrator Information Sheet and Voluntary Consent Form, Release and Deed of Gift Form, Core Interview Guide, Contact Letter, and Interviewee Priority List. Since June, she has been meeting with various members of the advisory council and other relevant parties (former legislators, political operators/lobbyists, legislative staff and clerks, etc.) for relevant IGA research, project feedback, and suggestions. Dr. Marino has been compiling service details and contact information for former legislators and has begun reaching out to those who were born in the 1920s to schedule their interviews as soon as possible. She has been researching Indiana political and legislative history to learn more about the IGA’s processes and protocols as well as to understand key issues facing the legislature and the state since the 1970s. Dr. Marino plans to begin interviews in the next few weeks, with the goal to have the first 10-15 completed and transcribed by the end of December.

V Miscellaneous staff news

A. Casey earned admission to the History Leadership Institute (formerly Seminar for Historical Administration). She will attend for several weeks in November at the Indiana Historical Society.

B. Jill (on her own time) secured a research fellowship to the FDR Presidential Library to conduct independent research.
