	Mr. Speer discussed that the Library Development Office is expecting 100 attendees for the trustee training workshop on August 16. The Difference is You Conference, targeted to library support staff, is scheduled for September 13 and is sold out with 165 registrants. The Library will host the Indiana Memory-Digital Public Library of America conference on September 27. The library roof project is finished. The Library is currently reviewing vendors for the State-wide Circulation System (SRCS). MCLS is considering an investment in an open source product could potentially replace SRCS in the future.
