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How to get on the Septic Installer’s List
To have your business added to the Installer List, which is posted for potential customers at the Health Department, interested parties must take the Installer's Exam developed and provided by the Health Department. The exam must be passed with a score of 80%, or more. You can also be added to the Installer List by successfully completing the IOWPA exam and provide a copy of the resulting Certificate to the Health Department.
Contact us at (812) 883-5603 Extension 2004, to speak with the Environmental Specialist, if you choose to take the Washington County only Installer's Exam. The Health Dept. can also supply you with a copy of the State code to use when taking the Exam. (State Code is also available on-line by clicking this link: Rule 410 IAC 6-8.3, Residential Sewage Disposal Systems). 
Once you have taken and passed the exam, you must install at least five (5) septic systems successfully meeting all State and County codes.  When you have completed these requirements, your name will be added to the Installer List.
