ÅOpen to both non-entitlement and entitlement communities

ÅEligible applicants are towns, cities, or counties

ïUnincorporated areas must apply through the county they reside

ÅMaximum grant amount is $250,000

ÅIf the leadapplicant has previously received any CDBG funds 
throughOCRAor the Indiana Housing and Community Development 
Authority (IHCDA),the applicant mustNOThave:

Åany unresolved monitoring/auditfindings;

Åanyoverdue grant reports or closeout documents;or

Åa COVID-19 Response grant that has not received Release of Funds

General Program Guidelines



COVID-19

Applications must meet one (1) of the following National Objectives:

ÅLMI Area Basis ςActivity benefits a defined area in which at least 51% of 
residents are LMI

ïUsing Census Data or an already completed Income Survey

ÅLMI Limited Clientele ςActivity benefits a defined group of which at 
least 51% are LMI

ïPresumed Classes ςSenior Citizens, Migrant Farmworkers, Abused Children, 
Battered Spouses, Handicapped Adults, Homeless, Illiterate Adults, or Persons 
with AIDS

ïIncome verification (require at least 3 months of data)

LMI Job Retention ςActivity retains permanent 
jobs of which at least 51% are held bymade 
available to LMI persons

o Community agrees to make awards that must 
meet 51% LMI requirement

o LMI % determined by use of either FTE 
calculation or CDBG CV Economic Recovery Form

o If awarded, communities must get OCRA approval 
before making awards to businesses
