Information needed to process applications for levee improvements funding:

1) Site Location Map – Location of needed levee improvements should be marked on either a USGS quadrangle or an aerial photograph.  If using an aerial photograph, be sure to label roadways for ease in identifying project location.

2) Provide photographs of the damaged levee section or section of levee in need of repair.  Include enough pictures to accurately show your project area and limits of disturbance.  Each photograph should include a brief description of the picture and indicate the orientation / direction of the photo.  (Example: Picture of the flood damaged XYZ Levee standing on the east bank of the river looking east at the hole in the levee.)

3) Provide a drawing or diagram that shows the overall dimensions (length, width, and height) of the levee sections to be repaired.   It is recommended that you use an aerial photograph of your project site in combination with a typical cross section of proposed levee improvements to illustrate the requested information.
