VII. OLD/NEW BUSINESS
A. OAG Update:  Jon Ferguson gave the Board an update on the outstanding litigation pending with the Office of the Attorney General.  As of this date there are 21 open consumer complaints, two (2) of which were opened since January 1, 2013.  
B. ROEC Review: Dr. Biggs gave an update from the ROEC meeting.  ROEC indicated to the Board that there is a reason for this Board to exist, and should not be combined with any other board.  ROEC felt that it was not their position to get into the issue of issuing cease and desist orders in relation to other professions.  
C. Professional Will: Tasha will contact ASPPB to see which states require professional will, how they regulate it, what is being required, how are the psychologist being made aware that it was necessary and how is it being monitored?
D. CPQ/Mobility:  Board will review the options at the next meeting and decide if one or the other of the CPQ proposals is an option for Indiana.  Tasha Coleman has been asked to contact ASPPB to find out if Indiana would be required to use the PLUS application or would it be optional for Indiana applicants? Is there a thorough background check completed so that we know that there is no legal/criminal history? And to check minutes from April 2005 to see what the ruling was on the National register issue. 
E. Law Exam: Extended Time Request:  The Board received a request from Dr. Kim who has requested that the Board allow her to extend the time allowed for the law exam.  Currently applicants are given one hour and she would like two.  The Board denied the request based on the fact that extended time is not granted for the EPPP when the request is due to English not being the first language.  
F. Exam Approval/Transcripts without a Conferred Degree:  The Board reviewed a request for approval to sit for the EPPP and Law Exams and granted a temporary permit prior to having her degree conferred.  The Board stated that applicants are eligible to sit for the exams without having their degree conferred; however they are not eligible for licensure until their degree has been conferred.  
G. E-Meeting Policy: A motion was made and seconded to table the discussion on the E-Meeting policy until the Board has had an opportunity to review the policy and discuss it with the full Board present.
