IV. PROBATIONARY PERSONAL APPEARANCES

A. Dr. Anne Wells did personally appear before the Board as per the terms of her probationary order.  She is still doing research and teaching statistics. V. PERSONAL APPEARANCES








A. National Register: Judy Hall
Re: Mobility 

Ms. Hall with the National Register did personally appear before the Board to discuss mobility and answer questions that the Board has regarding the National Register.  The National Register has been in existence since 1974, currently have 46 jurisdictions that have approved the NR for authenticating experience for endorsement applications.  Applicants apply post-doctorate and must have one year of post-doctoral supervised experience in order to meet NR’s standards.  NR is a primary source verification entity, and any information submitted on behalf of the applicant has been vetted.  NR requires that all applicants sign a waiver that they have no ethics violation on a yearly basis.  The application fee for applicants is $225 and the registration is $150-$170, and $180 annually to renew.  IPLA staff would be required to report discipline ASAP after discipline has become final.  They do not complete criminal background checks or accept individuals from online programs (with the exception of Fielding University as they currently have APA accreditation).  
B. Carrie Ball, ED
Re: Internship

Dr. Ball did personally appear before the ALJ to answer questions regarding her HSPP application in that she did not complete an APA or APPIC approved internship; internship she completed was meant to satisfy the National Register requirements and was granted APPIC approval after she completed the internship.  The ALJ reviewed information submitted and based on their review a recommendation was made and seconded to approve the HSPP application of Dr. Ball.

VII. OLD/NEW BUSINESS
A. OAG Update: The Board reviewed the OAG report which indicates the number of pending cases.  
B. IPA Update: Nothing specific to report.  Susan McMahan is retiring and they are accepting applications for the Executive Director position.  
C. ASPPB: Telepsychology Survey: The Board discussed the Association’s telepsychology survey where they are asking for input from jurisdictions.  They also talked about IPA’s telepsyhoclogy initiative with the IPA representative.   
D. Mobility/CPQ/PLUS:  The Board discussed the pros and cons of implementing the CPQ and PLUS in Indiana (including the long term cost to students as well as the benefits that students will have considering that this generation of mental health professionals is much more mobile than previous generations).  If Indiana moved forward with implementing PLUS there would be rules to be written and the main concern would be the cost to practitioners ($100 for the Indiana application in addition to $200 for PLUS). 
E. E-Meeting Participation Policy: The Board tabled the E-Meeting policy due to the lack of a quorum.  
F. Professional Wills: The Board discussed the growing concerns with professional wills as presented and discussed at the ASPPB Conference in October.  While the Board is concerned with patient safety and protecting private sensitive information, currently there are no statutes or rules that address this situation.   
G. New Board Members:  Due to the resignation of Helen Lands and the still vacant psychologist position the Board is concerned about having a quorum and asking that the vacant positions be filled.
