INDIANA BEHAVIORAL HEALTH AND HUMAN SERVICES LICENSING BOARD


Comes now Kimble L. Richardson, MS, LMHC, LCSW, LMFT, LCAC, President of the Indiana Behavioral Health and Human Services Licensing Board, by the authority of and pursuant to paragraph 13.B of Executive Order 20-05 signed by Eric J. Holcomb, Governor of the State of Indiana, on March 19, 2020, and hereby Orders as follows:


Pursuant to Executive Order 20-05, as head of the state agency, Indiana Behavioral Health and Human Services Licensing Board, I hereby waive the application of 839 IAC 1-3-5, 839 IAC 1-4-3.3, 839 IAC 1-5-2, and 839 IAC 1-5.5-5 insofar as they require applicants for licensure by examination to sit for the examination within one (1) year from the date of the initial board approval.  This waiver shall only be effective during this public health emergency and further, will be initially limited to a period of ninety (90) days which may be renewed in 30 day increments so long as the public health emergency continues.  Upon the lifting of the of this public health emergency, this rule shall no longer be waived and becomes reinstated effective immediately.
