Held once in the spring and fall of
each year, National Prescription Drug Take Back Days now provide convenient
options for communities to properly dispose of any unwanted medications.

In addition to the drop off locations on Prescription Drug Take Back Days,
year-round drop off locations can also be found in neighborhoods all over the
state.
