The Town had not established an effective internal control system that had separated 
incompatible activities related to cash and investments and receipts.

The Deputy Clerk-Treasurer performed monthly bank reconcilements; however, there were no 
documented internal controls in place, such as an oversight, review, or approval process to 
ensure the accuracy of cash and investment balances.

The Deputy Clerk-Treasurer received payments, prepared and made deposits, and posted to 
the ledger.  There were no documented internal controls in place, such as an oversight, review, 
or approval process to ensure the accuracy of collections and posting of receipts.

Condition and Context 
   

Financial and other information are required to be entered annually into the Annual Financial Report 
(AFR) via the Indiana Gateway for Government Units (Gateway) financial reporting system.  The Town had 
not established effective internal controls over the AFR information entered into Gateway, which resulted 
in the following errors:

Grant Information 
 
 The Community Facilities and Grants - 10.766 was understated by $64,427 for 2020, 

overstated by $216,416 for 2021, understated by $54,161 for 2022, and understated by 
$49,977 for 2023. 

 The COVID-19 - Coronavirus State and Local Fiscal Recovery Funds - 21.027 was 
understated by $6,524 for 2021, understated by $166,665 for 2022, and understated by 
$27,592 for 2023. 

 
Since the Town did not expend the requisite amount of federal dollars during any year of the 
audit period, a Schedule of Expenditures of Federal Awards was not required to be reported. 

 
Capital Assets 

  
The capital assets listing presented for audit was dated October 25, 2023.  It did not contain 
the acquisition values or purchase dates of the capital assets.  As a result, the amount reported 
for capital assets in the AFR could not be verified.  The Town reported capital assets of 
$6,533,566 at December 31, 2023.  
 
The Town elected not to present the Schedule of Capital Assets as part of the Other Information 
in the Financial Statements Audit Report of the Town. 
 
Payables and Receivables 

  
The Town did not report amounts for accounts payable and accounts receivable nor did they 
maintain any supporting documentation for payables and receivables.  
 
The Town elected not to present the Schedule of Payables and Receivables as part of the 
Other Information in the Financial Statements Audit Report of the Town. 
 
Leases and Debt 
  
Although the Town reported leases and debt on the AFR, the submission included immaterial 
variances in ending principal balance and principal due within one year for notes and loans 
payable as follows:   
 
 The ending principal balance was overstated by $12,506 at December 31, 2020, and 

understated by $10,618 for both December 31, 2021 and 2022. 
 The principal due within one year was understated by $20,192 at December 31, 2020, 

$4,150 at December 31, 2021, $3,074 at December 31, 2022, and $3,006 at December 
31, 2023. 
 

Audit adjustments were proposed, accepted by the Town, and made to the Schedule of Leases 
and Debt presented as Other Information in the Financial Statements Audit Report of the Town.

Condition and Context  
  

Internal controls were not in place to ensure compliance with laws and regulations pertaining to the 
recording of state and local distributions.  State distributions, local distributions, and local income taxes 
were recorded in the incorrect funds as follows: 
  

 2020 - $1,145 of Certified Shares Distributions incorrectly posted to CEDIT fund instead of 
General Fund. 

 2021 - $2,487 of Certified Shares Distributions incorrectly posted to CEDIT fund instead of 
General Fund. 

 2022 - $1,745 of Economic Development Tax Distribution incorrectly posted to General Fund 
instead of CEDIT fund. 

 2022 - $78 of Local Opioid Settlement Distribution incorrectly posted to Local Law Enf Cont Ed 
fund instead of Opioid Settlement fund (fund not yet created). 

 2023 - $55 of Local Opioid Settlement Distribution incorrectly posted to Local Law Enf Cont Ed 
fund instead of Opioid Settlement fund (fund not yet created).

As a result, the amount 
reported for capital assets on the Annual Financial Report could not be verified.  The Town reported capital 
assets of $6,533,566 at December 31, 2023.

PENALTIES, INTEREST, AND OTHER CHARGES  
  

This same comment appeared in a Management Letter addressed to the Clerk-Treasurer for the 
period ending December 31, 2019. 
 

Condition and Context 
  

Internal controls were not in place to ensure that claims were paid timely so that penalties and 
interest were not incurred.  Of the 39 claims tested, 6 contained payments of service charges, late charges, 
or interest due to the payments being made after the due date.  The payments of service charges, late 
charges, and interest observed during the audit of claims totaled $48 paid to four different vendors.

MOTOR VEHICHLE HIGHWAY (MVH) - RESTRICTED FUND 
 

The same comment also appeared in prior Report B54990. 
 

Condition and Context 
 

Internal controls were not in place to ensure that distributions were properly receipted to the MVH 
Restricted (MVHR) fund.  The Town created the required MVHR fund within its financial records; however, 
it did not receipt the required 50 percent of the state motor vehicle highway distributions, any other receipts, 
or post any disbursements to the MVHR fund.  As such, the fund is not included in the Financial Statement 
Audit Report of the Town as it had no balances or transactions during any year of the audit period.

The purpose of this Directive is to authorize and require counties, cities, and towns that receive 

distributions from the State Motor Vehicle Highway Account to create a new sub-fund within the MVH 
Fund to properly manage and account for the usage restrictions that were included in House Enrolled Act 
1002-2017 and House Enrolled Act 1290-2018. 

 
The sub-fund will be referred to throughout this Directive as "MVH Restricted" and will be used to 

account for MVH monies which have been statutorily restricted for construction, reconstruction, and 
preservation purposes. . . .
