The Town Council President began the meeting with the guest for the evening which is in New
Business.

NEW BUSINESS
HWC was the guest this evening and was invited to speak regarding the Waste Water

Treatment Plant and the plan to upgrade it. They need to come up with a schedule of
implementation and submit it to IDEM. There are several items that need addressed
such as cleaning of the aeration tanks, adding some sort roofs over the clarifiers to help
prevent algae buildup and the lift station where we had the problem of the sewer
overflow because the control panel was not allowing the pumps to operate efficiently.
HWC recommends replacing the complete panel on this lift station. The means to fund
the project was discussed with the estimated cost of $1.3 million. HWC believes it has
been at least 10 years since any major work has been done to the equipment at the

plant.
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BASEBALL BOARD has reorganized and they have sent Matt Drake for representation this
evening. The new Baseball Board is wanting to introduce themselves as well as work
with the town in unison on some things again and amend old bylaws.

INDOT GRANT AWARD (MAIN ST PROJECT) The board president announced we have
been awarded the Community Crossings Grant for Phase 1 of the Main St Project. The
first phase will begin on the East end of town at 200 North and come west to 5th Avenue.
We are able to apply for a grant again in April thus we may be able to knock out two
projects in 2026 which would include Phase 2 of the Main Street Project.

SALARY ORDINANCE-2026-01-01-The updated Salary Ordinance for 2026 was read aloud
for the first time by the board president. If there are no changes the Ordinance will be
voted on at the next meeting.

HOLIDAY SCHEDULE-The new Holiday schedule for 2026 was read for the first time by
the Board President. The ordinance will be voted on at the next meeting.

EMPLOYEE BONUS-The board voted on employee bonuses for the year. Full time
employees will receive $500.00 and part-time employees will receive a $250.00
employee bonus.
