
North Liberty Town Council Minutes – August 19, 2024
	The regular meeting of the North Liberty Town Council was held at the North Liberty Community Building.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited, and Will Groves, Jr. gave the Invocation.  Town Council  President Randy Lemert called the meeting to order at 6:00 P.M. He also reminded the public that the comment time per speaker is three minutes.
	Town Council Members:  Randy Lemert, Will Groves, Jr., Joe Reed, and Gerry Brown, Town Attorney Marcel Lebbin, Utilities Manager Skip Davidson, Town Marshal Matt Wilber, Deputy Clerk-Treasurer Jackie James and Vicki Kitchen were in attendance.  Tom England was not in attendance.  There was one citizen in attendance.  The sign-in sheet is on file with the minutes.
	The consent agenda was presented for approval.  Joe Reed, Jr. made a motion to approve the consent agenda which included the August 5, 2024, Town Council Minutes, Payroll Docket #16, July Park Board Minutes, July Tree Board Minutes, and the vouchers as presented. Gerry Brown seconded the motion. All voted to approve. Motion passed 4/0.
	There was no public comment.  
	Skip Davidson distributed the July Utility Report.  A copy is filed with the minutes.  Skip reported Diego Torres has been a great addition.
	The extension of the summer sprinkling credit was discussed.  Gerry Brown made a motion to extend the summer sprinkling credit for September.  Joe Reed, Jr. seconded the motion.  Three voted in favor, Will Groves, Jr. voted against.  Motion passed 3/1.
	Town Marshal Matt Wilber reported the oldest SUV may be sold.  NLPD was offered $2,700 for trade in on the Durango, VEST is looking at it for $10,000.
108 W. Harrison was discussed about the options for the Town’s property.  Tom England had proposed a charging station, putting down millings, and food truck parking.  The property could be sold if the food trucks didn’t work out.  Will Groves wants to list the lot for $35,000.  Discussion continued.  The consensus was two in favor and two against.  
Rob Nichols was unable to attend but sent out an email updating the status of Potato Creek Utilities.  The email was sent to the town council in the meeting packets.  There was no discussion. A copy is filed with the minutes.  
 The 2025 budget progress is continuing.  The clerk treasurer has scheduled the public hearing for September 16th and the budget adoption is October 21st. 
Discussion of the American Rescue Plan Act was discussed.  The Town has $433,990.92 in ARPA funds.  The money must be obligated by the end of 2024 and spent by the end of 2026.  The Town had drawings for sixteen town houses to be constructed on railroad parcel B.  Randy Lemert gave an update on the meetings with Baker Tilly and bond counsel.  The town houses may need to be two separate projects to keep the funds separated, one townhouse with the ARPA funds and three with lease bonds.  Discussion followed.  Joe Reed made a motion to move forward with the four-unit townhouses on railroad parcel B.  Gerry Brown seconded the motion.  All voted to approve.  Motion passed 4/0. 
Gerry Brown gave an update on the Tree Board.  He inquired about the Tri Kappa tree donation.  The Tree Board is filing for a grant.  The Tree Board continues being a Tree City USA and working toward becoming an Urban Forestry Community.    
	Joe Reed, Jr. made a motion to adjourn at 6:17 P.M.  Gerry Brown seconded the motion.  All voted to approve.  The vote was unanimous.
